Directions for downloading and running the virtualization demo:

1) In order for the links to the demo files from the PowerPoint presentation to work correctly the files must be located in the exact directories specified in these instructions.  Please follow the instructions carefully to ensure success.

2) Create a subdirectory called “vdemo” in your “My Documents” directory (My Documents/vdemo)
3) If you have already unzipped the “vdemo.zip” file, move the contents of the “vdemo.zip” file to the “vdemo” directory.  Otherwise go ahead and unzip the contents targeting the “vdemo” directory.
4) You must now ensure that the .avi files supplied in the “vdemo.zip” package are played with the supplied Camtasia media player.  Note that these .avi files do not work with Windows Media Player or RealPlayer.  To ensure the files are opened with the Camtasia player:

a.  right click on any of the .avi files in the “vdemo” folder, then select “Properties”.  
b. On the “General” tab look for the line “Opens with” then click on the “change” button.  Make a note of the program name that appears in the “Opens with” line as you may want to restore this setting after viewing the demo (step 7 below).
c. Click the “Browse” button and navigate to the “My Documents/vdemo” folder, click on the “CamPlay.exe” file and then click on “Open”.  The “Camtasia Player” should now appear on the list of recommended programs.  

d. Make sure the “Camtasia Player” program is highlighted then click on the “OK” button, then “OK” again and the change will be applied. 

5) Open the presentation “virtualizationdemo.ppt”

6) View the presentation in screen show mode in order to watch the videos (you will see where it says “click here”
7) Once you have viewed the demo you may want to return your preferred media player to the original setting.  To do this right click on any .avi file and on the “General” tab look for the line “Opens with” then click on the “change” button.  You can now select your original media player program and click on “OK” (twice) to restore your original setting.
