Momail Transcript

This is the flash front end for momail as it run on the pocket PC device. 
On the device I’d be doing everything I do with the mouse, using the stylus.  
See here the list of messages I’ve received and I can hold the stylus down here to scroll through them. 

I can tap on this message from Irene Greif and it gets highlighted in blue.  But I can also see here other messages highlighted in yellow other messages on the same thread.  

A small map on the bottom shows me I’m currently on this message and there’s one more message on the thread.  
If I wanted to see what  Irene Greif has written, I tap on the message over here and preview the message in place and scroll through the text of the message which says she wants the latest copy of a marketing analysis document.  
Now before I reply, I see that Keith perkins has already replied.  So again by tapping my stylus here, I can see what Keith wants.   
He said he doesn’t have the latest version so I have to remember to get back to do this later, by tapping down my stylus and dragging up I can mark my messages as urgent.  Similarly, using our gestural menu, I can tap down next to a message and drag it to the side to check it out or delete the message. 
Now I’ll click on this next message from Scott Newbold, talking about thoughts on the UIM Proposal.  Tapping again I can open it large because this is something I want to read more in depth.  Again the thread map here on  the bottom shows me that I am on this message and there are two more messages as part of this thread.  By clicking on it here or by tapping on it, I can read through this entire discussion in place without going to my inbox.  

Now, the same way that I used the gestural menu before to mark something for deletion or as urgent, I can also use the same menu to place something on my calendar, to add notes to it, to reply to a message or to forward it.  In this case I am going to reply to this message and here momail lets me get back to some of the other messages I’ve seen and I can use the standard pocket PC tools to copy them and paste text and then add my own text as well. 

So this lets me work with a number of messages, keep several things open while I craft another message, much as people do on a real device.  

Now when I go back down in my mail I can go to another thread – this is a much more complicated one. Here u see that I am currently on this message.. there is a clump of messages, there are three more messages here.  Exactly two messages after and again I can use this to read through this thread. This shows me a simplified version of the thread map, it only shows me the number messages before and  after, but if I click here on the center or on this tab, I can see the messages in context, I can see the full hierarchical details of the thread.  I can also preview the message here if I’d like.  

Finally, one of the things we implemented was a search that enables me to search not only the messages that are resident with me on the device but also trigger a search on the server, so I can access my mail as an information store there.
