American Werker is Capitalist of La-
bor World—Averages $1.85
a Day.

A laborer must eara enough to sup-
port himself and his family; there-
fore, a closely accurate idea of the llv-
ing ¢xpenses 1o various countrles can
be gained fgoin a knowledge of the av-
erago wages pald a laborer in each.

The American laborer is the capital-
ist of the labor world, recelving in the
Unlted States an average of one dol-
lar and eighty-five cents a day. The
next highest average is found in Aus-
tralia, where one dollar and sixty
cents Is paid. In Cunada and “the
provinces a dollar snd ten cents is
the average. Only in theseecountries
does the average wage amount to &
dollar a day. :

Brazil and Chilg each average eighty
cents a day. Iff Great Britain and
Ireland it is seventy cents; in France
and Central Kurope, sixty-filve cents;
in Germany, fifty-five cents; apd in
Austria-Hungary, forty cents. The la-
‘borers of Spaln and Portugal earn on-
1y thirty-five cents a day; while those

o Italy and Malta must be content
’wlth twenty-five cents. - In the Cbi-
nese Empire the average [s twenty
‘oents, and in Japan it s lowest of all,
only fifteen cents & day.

Logically, one should be able to live
ws well in Italy on en Income of four
hundred doliars a yesr as in the
United Btates on twenty-eight hundred
‘dollars, and if & wan in-Japan should
receive the American wage, he should
be able to get along as well as the

American whose annual income {s five

‘thousand dollars.

Increase In Resistance V/ith Speed
More Marked in Water Than
in Alr,
Some mechanical operations require
s surprisingly large amount of power,
while vthers are performed with much
less than the novice might expect; the
secret is usually found In the speed at
which the machine rums. The auto-
mobile, rated at from 16 to 60
horsepotwer, will gerve a8 an example.
It is heavier than an ordinary carriage
and consequently is harder to pul®
even on level ground; on ab up-grade,
where the waight ~f the machite 18
being ralsed the height of the bill, the
difference 18 much more marked, for no
reflnement of bearings can reduce the
pull due to gravity. The vehicle drawng
by & horse seldom exceeds a speed of
ten miles per hour; if that spced were
increased to 20 miles, a moderate
automobdbile speed, the power required
to draw It Kwould be doubled, even
thoug!® the setual pull remained the
- same; as & matter of fact the pull
would bave to be greatly Increased.
perhaps doubled, in which case tour
times the original power would be re-
quired. The reststance of the alr is
trifting at ten mile per bour, at 20
it becomes serfous, and when the
speed is increased to 40 miles or
morea great deal of power is required
to overcome ft; an idea of the wind
pressure on an automoblle may be ob-
talned from that feit on the body when
exposed to & gale of wind whose veloc-
ity rarely .exceeds 40 miles per hour.

UNIQUE PAPYRUS DOCUMENT

First Aboriginal Decrece of a Roman
Governor Ever Found at
Fayum, Egypt.

A unique papyrus document bas just
come into the possession of the Bere
Iin museum, which already owns o0oe
of the finest collection of papyrt in the
world. It was unearthed at Fayum,
Egypt, and is distinct from the papyri
found there In that it is ap original de-
cree of the Roman governor of the
Pgyptian provinces, whereas all the
ather documents found there, though
highly interesting, are mere coples of
the originals.

According to the official description
it 18 a letter dated December 27, 209
A. D, trom the Goverflor Subatianus
Aquila, who had an evil reputation as
a persecutor of the Christians, to
Theon, the administrator of the Ar-
sinoean region (now Fayum), to the
effect, after the usual formal greet-
ings, that “Niger, the son of Papt-
rius, sentenced by Claudius Jullanus—
vir perfectissimus—to five years penal
servitude In the stone quarries i8 to be
released, his sentence baving expired.
In the eighteenth year of the KEmper-
ors Luclus Septimus Severus, Pertinax
the Great and Marcus Aurellus Anto-
nius, thig first day of the month Tybi.”

Penal servitude in the Numidlan
quarries was reckoned after the death
sentence. ‘It was infiicted for robbery
of temples, wiiful firing of crops, sell-
ing secret philters and betrayal of
Convicts had half
their heads shorn, were heavily shack-
Jed and underwent terrible torments
from exposure to the blazing sun and
fnsufiicient food, as may be seen from
the Epistle of Bishop Cyprian of Car-’
thage, who a few years later, during
the reign of the Emperor Valerian,
wrote to the Christtan convicts In
those same quarries consoling them in
thelr terrible sufferings, T

THE FOLICE
Prominence andVU-\limited Authority
ls Most Striking Feature to
the Foreigrer.

To a foreigner no feature of Ger-
man life is more striking than the
prominence and almost unlimited au~
thority of the police. Many of Its
functions are such as in the United
States would be Intrusted only to a
court of law. What gseems almost
equally strange, the greater part of
these functions are exercised quite in-
dependently of the local government.

The minutenecss and thoroughness
of the work of the German police are
a constant surprise to the foreigner.
The policeman pot only preserves or-
der in the streets, but cxercises a fo=-
reaching authority in private house.
For instance, he undertakes the niz _
1v locking of one's street door at o
suficiently carly hour. }e pees that
one has his chimney regularly cleaned.
He inspects, at stated times, one's
atoves and heating apparatus, and,
while he is about it, he will look into
a few other matiers of domestic econ-
omy.

One feature of bis activity strikes s
good many American visitors with
fator. In some places singing and
piano playing with open windows are
torbidden, and it is a common house
rogulation in large towns that no
pianos may be played after 10 o'clock
{n the evening. The German police~
man is also somethinrg of & food in-
spector in his way, and he keoeps &
sharp eye on vendern of food and of
ruedicines.

AN ISLAND IN THE CLOUDS

Riser 9CO Feet Above the Sea and its
Tcp Is Perpetually Enveloped
. - by Clouds. o -

White Island, thirty miles to the
northeas! of New Zealand, is perhapa
the most extraordinary island in the
warld., 1t is an enormous Imass of
rock nearly three miles in clrcumfer-
enee, rising 300 Teet above the sem,
and is perpetually enveloped in dark
clouds which are visible for pearly
100 mfiles,

The island consists slmost entirely
of sulphur, with a small percentage of
gypsum. Some Yyears ago an attempt
was made to float a company to work
4the sulphur, which Is of high quality.
but sufficlent capital was not subecrid-
ed. Therefore, Lhe export.of sulphur
from White Island is stil) very small.
In the interior is a lake fully 50 acres
fn extent, the water of which has a

- temperature of 110 degrees Fahren-
helt, and it is strongly lmpregnated
with aclds. On ope side of this lake
are craters from which steam escapes
with grest force and noise.
