Prohubition, the 0bstacle
to Real Reform

200 00 Lhere 8 any one Dusimess wore
thon aoolher Lhal, in the ilerest of the
publie, vught o bein Lhe bands of inen
with vouseienee and meral peciple,
iboas the liguor business. A propep
kind of ticense luw can do considerable
loward improving the personnel of the
Irade,  Probibitiow, on the other hand,
dseourages  decent, hwouorable meny
from engaging in the business, and
thas throws it ionle the hands of Lha
inost unserupulous and irresponsible
inen n the eommunity, The only gua-
lilisdion required Lo do business uud'é'
prohibitinn Is the ability to beal the
low without getling caught. A couple
of years agu, in a cerlain town™ on
Long Island, one of Yhe best holels had
Lo close 1ls doors shortly after Lhe
*dry” law wenl inlo effeet, The pro-
prietor of this hotel was one uf the
most honored men in the cominunily.
Prohibition did suceeed in closing this
man's bar and driving him out of the
hotel business as well, and 1 closed
olher decent places. Bul what was the
result? Why, within two years be-
tween fifty and sixty “kilehen saloons™
wara eslablished in Lhis same Lown, It
is d'well-known fact that mus! of the
men thal run these “speak easiea” in a
“ary” lown are Lhoroughly satisfiad
wilth prohibition. A license [aw would
pul. them oul of business.
oniy quesiion is: shall we encourage
and prolect the decenl liquor dealer,
or shall we encourage the other kind?
One kind or the olther we are obsolute-
ly sure to have.

3. Prohibition has a- bad effect alsu
on the drinker. It iends Lu discourage
the use of the lighter alcuholie bever-
ages and Lo encourage Lhe excessive
use of the stronger liquors. This {en-~
denoy is especially pronounced wher-
ever Lthe allempt is made Lo enforce the
law rigourously. Delerioration in the
quality of liqour is another one of the
“blessings™ introduced by prohibitien.
The men who run the "speak ecagieg”
often make their own “whisky,” and
you c¢an imagine the nature of the
“Mend.” A few vears agu, when Lhe
town in which the writer lives was
“"dry,” a confirmed inebriate who lived
in adjoining *wel” town got in the
habit of visiting this “dry” town about
vnee a fortnight. He was always sober
when he arrived and drunk when he
lefl. He was once asked why he came
from a “wet” town to a “dry™ Lown o
get liguor, and his answer was: “Be-
cause I can get a quicker and cheaper
jag on in Riverhead than T ¢an in —",
This. is the way piohibition reforms
the drunkard! It is oflen claimed Lhat
while prohibition deoes not asllogether
prohibit, it does succeed in reducingl!
{he consumptlion of liquor. This elaim
is not based on facl. But even il it be
true that less liquor is drunk in a given
communily under prohibilion than
under the license system, the all-im-

portant question, from the point of
view 0f teémeprance reéform is, whal

clnss of people are thus affecled? Who
are the men that either cannot get
anything Lo drink or cannot get as
much a3 they would under licensa?
Now, everyhody who is not living in o
land of dreams, knows perfectly well
that the very men in every communily
whao most need reforming are the ones
