Iiin one of the essentisl properiies of every uil
that the raaker of it shall have power at any tine to
revoke it.  We call it the last will, becaure iCa man
makes many wills, it is only the last which takes ef-
fect, I revikes and destroys all the preceding. ‘1'his
is soinhcreot in the very nature cf a wili, that
it cannnt be made irrevorable.  1fa testator shout § de-
clare, in the mosl solen.a and itive minner, that
the dispesitions be had roede should not be revocabile,
and that he would not siter them, La would sufl be
penecﬂy at Lberty to do so whenever he peased. A
wi'l, howcver, once duly executed, cannoi be revaked
withaut some formatity —iere words will nut be sul-

ficient. To sliow that, would be to expore it ta the
swne dangerof rm»l.tv, imposition and perjury 78 in
the making. Olographic, and wills onder prizate sig
nature, may be revoked Ly writing, or by burning,
toaring, or canceiling. Buta muunpmw will before
a By, con be alicred only by an Instronient imade
urder e same formalitien. Ifa will is doctroyed by
any other iwans, as if a person should by the testator’s
dicection destray it, but not in his preseace, or if any
person before ar after bis death should seal or destroy
1, it would still retain its force, and if it contents
conld be froved by pervons who had sead the will nod
rememhered thee, they would be ¢-rried into efoct
