Portsmouth and Peninsular were noti-
fied and men at these points tried to
board the engine as it dashed by, but
its speed was too great. Mr, Brady
aiso notified the office at Albina, and &
party of men ran out on the line
rorthward to meet the wild engine.

John Woods was the first man to meet
the engine. He caught the hand rail
and swung up, but in doing so he
was dragged 80 feet. He at once
turned off the steam and the engine
slowed down and stopped.

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COLLECTING CURIOS.

At the Reguest of Secretary Root Gen.
Otls Is Gathering Filipino Arti-
cles of Interest and Valaoe.

As soon as Gen. Otis received the lets
ter from Secretary Root asking thata
collection of curios and interesting arti-
cles ilJustrative of the present war in
the Philippines be preserved and
shipped to thie country he immediately
issued orders to all his subordinates to
collect such articles. In the collection
80 far made are a number of gaspipe
and bamboo cannon, wrapped with tele-
graph wire, which the Filipinos under-
took to use {n northern Luzon.

There are various kinds of weapons
unknown in this country, besides val-
uable old documents, native clothing,
hats of curious make and fabric, vari-
our flags of the Filipluos, copies of the

fnsurgents’ newspapers, proclamations

slgned by Aguinaldo, and quantities of
Bpanich and Filipino curiosities. The
collection is growing rapidly, and will
be further enriched by the various mu-
sical instruments of the music and
song loving race, besides many fine
specimens of bamboo carving,

The Smithsonian institution already
has quite a large case of the stone carv-
ings, bits of primitive pottery, and like
interesting material for study. The
Cubar collection receives by far the
greatest attention of anything now in
the national museum.

TUBERCULIN TEST. . -~

Interesting Experiment Conducted
at Storrs Agricultaral College in
Connecticat—Four Covws Used.

An interesting experiment has been

" conducted recently at the Storrs agri-

cultural college in Connecticut, where
four cows have been under obliserva-
tion, says the Utica Herald. They
were subjected to the tuberculin test
in March, 1696, and did not respond.
In the next QOctober they were tested
again and all four responded. They
were then placed in a light, airy stable
where it is estimated each cow had
1,500 cubic feet of space. They were
tested again in January. 1597, and all
four again responded. The following
April another test bronght responses
from only two and the other two
showed no reaction whatever. In July
of the same year still arather test was
made and there was no symptom in-
dicating the presence of tulerculosis
in any of the Your. For two years
their milk was fed to eight healthy
calves, only one of which contracted
the disease, and in that instance it
appeared eix months after it had
stopped drinking the experimental
milk, so that in all probability tuber-
culosis came from <ume other cause.
These are the facts as scientifically re-
ported.  Veterinary surgeons, dairy-
men and farmers generaily can draw
their own inferences.

QUEER RAPPINGS.

Ceaze of a Yoong Girl Pusslea Physle
ciana {n Michignn—Manifeata-
tions in Sick Roem.

Physicians and laymen are deeply
puzzled by the peculiar case of Harriet
Clark, a 13-year-old girl, living at the
home of her uncle, Joseph Trude!l, of
Calumet, Mich. Last Sunday mnight
she retired in  apparently perfect
health. An hour later strange rap-
pings and knockings began in  her
room. The girl was badiy frightened
and the family and neighbors were
nonplused. Thaose who touched Ler re-
ceived smart electric shocks, and the
rappings increased in violence. Dir.
A. G, MacLend, a prominent and repu-
table physician, was summoned and
was unable to give relief ur stop the
violerrt  rappings, which continued
from all the parts of the room. The
girl continues in the same condition
and the rapping, which is now inter-
mittent, can be heard by neighbors
for fully a hundred feet. The case has
been investigated by other physicians
and many curious people, but no ex-
planation has been secured. The girl
is much alarmed and the superstitious

ones among the neighbors believe her
possessed by a devil.

SKELETON OF A MASTODON.

Immense Bone Unearthed Near Rome,
Ia., Lividently Part of the Remaina
of a Frehistoric Creature,

The Chicago, Buriington & Quiney
railroad is spending in the neighbor-
hood of $2.000,000 in reducing grades
and straightening curves on its main
line between Chicago and Omaha, At
Rome, Ia., the line crosses the Skunk
river, and there a gang of men have
been employed excavating for the foun-
dations of a new double-track iron
Lridge. At a point 15 feet below the
river bed, under the quicksand and just
above the bilue clay strata, Foreman
Peter Mattson came across a T-shaped
bone three feet high and four feet eight
inches wide. It was taken out and cars
ried in the tool car to Batavia, where it
now is. Those who have since exam-
ined the bone pronounce it to be un-
doubtedly part of the skeleton of an
animal of prehistoric times, probably
that of a mastodon.

One That Turnfd the Tables on
Iiis Assailants in the
Bull Ring.

Generally speaking, there can be but
one end to a Spanish bullfight, the
death of the bulj. It is with a cer-
tain satisfaction, {therefore, that one
reads “a story told in Andalusia.”

There was once f gentleman of noble
blood, so the tale [goes, who bred a fa-
mous race of buljs among the moun-!
tains. Not so vely far away was a
bull ring. One day the managers of
the ring received an offer from the
owner of the herd, He informed them
that he had two jbulls in magnificent
condition which he was willing to send
down for the forthcoming spectacle,
and he dppended |a proposal.

“If these bulls gre killed,” he wrote,
“I will bear the entire expense of the
corrida—about $6/000. You then shall
have four others from my herd, and I
will pay the matyjdores and their re-
spective troupes.| If these bulls are
not killed, you must be responsible
for the whole eodt, as usnal.”

The proprietors|of the ring accepted
the offer with enthusiasm. They said
Lorns did not gropv on the bull which
their matadores qould not kill. And
a Sunday was set|aside for the trial.

On the appeintpd day a crowd in-
vaded the Plaza fle Toros. An hour
before the time njuned on the posters
every seat was filled. The two buls
had been driven|in on the previous
evening. They hdd been seen and ap-
proved by the usupl official; they were
perfect from their eurving horus to
their delicate hooffs. As the hour ap-
proached the excftement grew tense.

The trumpets spunded and the muat-.
adores appeared, [clean-shaved, rigid-
mouthed fellows, heompanied by their
attendants, and [circled round the
arena. The people were half-blind
with the fever (f expectation. At
length the president gave the signal,
and the first of the two bulls thun-
dered out into tlle ring of sand and
sunshine.

Groups of capegdors with their col-
ored cloaks wenre jvaiting for him. e
promptly charzedl the nearest, who
mude a pass with|his cloth and swuug
aside. It is usual for a bull to follow
the moving flap of| the cloth and to dis-
regand the man, [but this bull would
have nothing t |do with the eloaks
flourished in his face; he made stead-
ily for his man 1|l gored him.

This was an  gdwkwanrd departure,
and in a very feyw minutes the bull
cleared the ring.| Ie took no notice
of anything but|the men and the
horses.  No skilll no artifices could
keep him off. .

This particular bull
could not be, thd foolishness of that
line of conduct hj ving been diligently
instilled into him|by his proud owner,
He had been tanght to make for the
man., Matadores frould be fewer {f all
bulls were trained in that way.—l’ear-
son's.

Their deusitios arj: Magnesium, 1.75;
aluminium, 2.75; [they both melt at
800 degrees centidrade, and their dila-
tions amount to {(.023 and 0.027 milli-
meters per metel and  per  degree
centigrade.  The| metallurgical prop-
«rties depend upan the composition of
the alloy. A ten per cent. magnesium
alloy resembles z{ne, a 15 per cent. al-
loy is like bruss, and a 25 per cent. like
6 compound brogze. The alloys can
be soldered, it is| stated, though that
point does not apjpear to be fully set-
tled, keep well i dry and damp air,
and give good ¢astings. The well-
known  scientific| instrument maker,
Yuess, speaks fuvprably of some mag-
nalium samples fvith from ten to
twelve per cent.|of magnesium sub-
mitted to him. The alloy is almost as
white as silver, gnd sutliciently hard
