Sclentlﬁc Fact Not Known to All-—
.. cuteness of Hearing Among the
7o o0 Lower Animals, T g

It s very difficult to6 make some per-
sons belleve that nothing can move
without making a sound, although it
may seem to be absolute silence to
them. Everything that moves dis-
turbs the air around it and sets up a
kind of wave motion that spreads
through the atmosphere in ail direc-
tions. When these wave motions are
strong enough a sourd is heard. That
nothing is heard is no evidence that
there is mo sound, for other living
things may hear what men cannot.

The motlon that is started in the
air when anything vibrates or moves
suddenly has often been compared to
the motion of the surface of still wa-
ter when we drop a pebble into a
pond. But there is thls great differ-
ence. The eye can see the wave made
by the smallast glass bead you can
find, but the ear is cot nearly so sen-
sitive, and unless the waves are pret-
ty high i{n the atmosphere the buman
ear cannot detect them as sound.

The lower animals and birds have
much better eare than human beings.
A dog will prick up its ears at the
sound of its master's voice, or a faint
whistle, when it 18 an astonishing dis-
tance off. A man in Baltimore put his
head out of the window and called his
dog Jack, which he thought was chas-
ing cats in the grounds of the blind
asylum opposite.

‘The childhood of animals . varies
with the total length of life, ‘with the
elze, and especlully with the position,
in the life scale. Long llved animals,
large an!mals and highly developed
animals usually have a long youth.
The educated human being requires
20 years to grow up; the savage about
15; the higher monkeys—the goriila
and the orang—12 to 14 years; the
baboon, 8 years, and the small mon-
keys, about half that time. The less
intelligent cat race has a youth of
but 4 or 5 years among the larger
kinds. Tbke vegetable-eating animals,
mostly gf small intelligence, grow up
quickly, the buffalo and all the big
antelopes and deer having only about
2 years of childhood, and the chamois
somewhat louger, although the giraffe
bas § or 6 years. The elephant, the
largest of land animals and one of the
most intelligent, {8 not grown up until
20 to 27 years old. All birds have a
short youth, looking after themselves
in 3 weeks to 3 months, but becoming
grown up in'1 to 4 years.
