Frank Rockefeller Said to Be/Trying _ _
to Add More Land te His -
lolm

th is ro-ported at Wichita t.bat l’nnt
Rockefeller is negotiating for the pur-
chase of 140,000 acres of land in Kiowa -
and Clark counties, Kan., with a view
to stocking it with horses and high-
grade cattle, sheep and hogs, espe-
cially horses, for which he sees &
profitable future.

The land is along Soldier creek, the Loy
“fastest running water in the state,
and which is fed by a great many
springs. numbers of them artesian '
At present he owns the land on both
sides of the creek for over seven
miles. but the area is too small for
his plans. He hae but few horses on
his presemnt ranch, but they have so
demonstrated the adapeability of the
couiditry for giving bone and wind to
their kind that Mr. Rockefeller is’
snxious to experiment om & larger
scale. It is also aaid that he will ex-
penml'nt with pounitry and animals
of various kinds, including some of the
wild animals of the plains. At pres-
ent his ranch is stocked with high-
grade Hereford emttle and sheep.

OBSERVES THE NEW COMET.

Astronemer ot hiek, California, Says
It is Seme 80,000,000 Mites
y Away.
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The comet recemtly discovered by
Giovanni Ciaeopini at Nice, France, in
ihe constellation of Thetis has been ob-
served at Lick Observatory, Cal., the
last week by Mr. Aitken. Tt is a faing
object of the eleventh magnitude. and
therefore requires a teleacope of con-
aiderable size to observe it. Mr. Aite
ken has determined the pcth in which
the comet is moving. " 1ts perihelion
passage, or time of nearest approach
to the sum, occurred on December | at
a distance of only two per cent. smalleg
than the earth’s distance from the sun.
The plane of its orhit makes an angle

. of 31 degrees with the ecliptic and im-
tersects it in longitude 193 degrees.

The present distance of the comet
from the earth is some 80,000,000 miles,
and the distance is increasing. The.
brightness is decreasing, so that there
js no ghance that the object will ba
visible without a telescope.
