1. Ireviewed the findings and recommendation of the DRB conducted on 5 June 2010
concerning the internment of Detainee ISN 4189. By a vote of 3 to 0, the board members found
that internment is necessary to mitigate the threat ISN 4189 poses. After consideration, I
approve the DRB’s finding and direct that ISN 4189 continue to be detained at the Detention
Facility in Parwan.

2. The DRB’s recommendation that ISN 4189 not be assessed as an Enduring Security Threat is
approved.

1. DRB FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDATIONS. The DRB met on 5 June 2010 and made
the following findings and recommendations concerning the internment of Matiullah, ISN 4189:

a. That Matiullah, ISN 4189, met criteria for initial internment because he was assessed to be
a part of or a substantial supporter of insurgent forces opposing Coalition Forces.

b. That internment is necessary to mitigate the threat posed by Matiullah, ISN 4189. That
Matiullah, ISN 4189, should continue to be interned at the Detention Facility in Parwan,

¢. The DRB recommends approval for the continued internment of Matiullah, ISN 4189,

d. That Matiullah; ISN 4189, should be considered for reintegration programs within the
DFIP.

e. That Matiullah, ISN 4189, is not an Enduring Security Threat.

2. DRB ASSESSMENT. There were three confidential sources, providing live testimony
against the detainee,

Matiullah, ISN 4189, was an ANA Police Lieutenant in Bagram, He apparently visited in the
neighborhood of some notorious Taliban. The citizenry appeared to have inferred nefatious
activity from the close physical proximity between the Police Chief an:d Taliban Commanders.
All of the anti-detainee witnesses mentioned that he must have had a “peace agreement” with the
Taliban just to drive in and out of his neighborhood. They found this type of association with the
Taliban to be unacceptable behavior for their police lieutenant and indicative of worse behavior.

The DRB found that Matiullah had a refationship with Taliban that led to meeting internment
criteria. The strongest allegations paint Matiullah as a police lieutenant who abused his power,
consorted with Taliban, allowed Taliban free reign to perpetrate mayhem, and even engaged in
direct attacks against innocents,

f. Detainee’s DRB Statement and Responses to-Questions: Matiullah, ISN 4189, told the
DRB he is not a Taliban, He said he was an ANP commander. He was beloved in his village
and beloved in his job. For this reason, he did not recognize his enemies. He is personally very
happy with Coalition Forces. Coalition Forces have done a 16t to help Kohe Safi.

Fe would always guide Coalition Forces along the roads, showing them the safe way,
Sometimes he would guide special forces. Often he would guide American Forces to one of the
Bagram gates. On those days he would often eat lunch with the Americans before returning to.
Kohe Safi. ‘

One of his main jobs in the ANP was logistics. Then he was promoted to commander. As
commander, his job changed to physical security. He ran patrols and escorted Americans, Then
someone else took that post. At the time of the change, Matiullah re-assumed logistics duties,
Prior to capture, he was expeeting eventually to be reassigned to security duties.

Matiullah denied knowledge of murders and kidnapping in his jurisdiction, including specifically
some notorious murders perpetrated by his alleged friend, Taliban Commander Atiqullah
Rahman. Matiullah ¢laimed not to have seen or heard from Atigullah Rahman for several vears,

Matiullah said he is a friend of the United States and Coalition Forces.

Matiullah denied fully knowing the other Taliban contacts who are allegedly his friends and
neighbors.

reputation. Two of the witnesses testified as to their fear of Matiullah because his “goup” is still
in the district.

There was another person named Wazir who worked to gether with (b)(6)  and
Sur Gul, After a certain attack, Matiullah “went quiet again,”

(b)(6) brother was killed during an attack perpetrated by (0)(6)  and Sur Gul
three years ago. The brother was an ANP officer. The brother was a body guard of the ANP
Chief, (b)(6) , who was also killed by (b)(G) and Sur Gul. The witness learned, after the

fact, that Matlullah “was involved in the group.” The involvement was passed by various

The witness testified to the general reputation of Matiullah as “the kind of person who likes to
kill peeple.”

killings he desurlbwd to the DRB- (murdw of police chief and murder of a person named Thrahim
Jan),

He knows that Matiullah was a police officer who :is able to travel through Taliban-controlled
areas in a police vehicle, Matiullah could go freely to Pechawar, Sur Gul was Matiullah’s best
friend, When Sur Gul was arrested, he was wearing a police uniform., (b)(6) suspects.
Matiullah provided the police uniform to Sur Gul because of the apparent friendship between the
two. (0)(6) has seen Sur Gul and Matiullah together. Sur Gul was accused of killing the
brother of the other witness,(b)(6) -

(b)(6)  has never scen Matiullah, ISN 4189, commit an illegal act. At 2200 Matiullah would
routinely travel to the dangerous Taliban-controlled area. (b)(6) has known (b)(6)
(witness #1) family and the group of brothers for about 12 years.
