Opinten Expressed by Mx. Holls, Soe-
sotary of the Commiasion—

Gemeral Effect of Confem
enoe Is Geod. i

Prederio W. Holls, secretary of the
Onited States commissioners to the
peace conference at The Hague, has juss

returned home. BSpeaking of the re-
sults schieved by the conferemoe, Mr.
‘Holls sald: “The American eemmis-
sloners worked harmoniously together.
and with the representatives' of other
countries. Now that the oonference
has ended, we feel that we have taken
oare of the interesta of this country as
far as lay in our power, and as well aa
we knew how. Without wishing to dis-
rhsn‘e the efforts or ability of any of

e other members of the commiasion, I
may say that our success was due first
and foremost to the wisdom and judg-
ment displayed by Andrew D. White.
Although, perhaps, it did not appear so
on the surface, Mr. White was the ad-
viser of the conference, and his influ-
ence ‘was strongly felt. He smoothed
out difficulties and prepared the way
with a fine hand for some of the best
work done at The Hague. We succeed-
ed in carrying most of the proposals
we were interested in. Those best
qualified to judge regard the work ac-
complished by the conference ag being,
while not & very long step, at least s
step in the right direction. The insti-
tution of a great permanent court of
arbitration i{s undoubtedly a great step
forward in international law and in the
history of civilization. )

“There was a most admirable spirit
manifested by the different delegates
toward the representatives of other
countries. Between the American,
English and German delegates the most:
oordial feeling and the closeat coopera~
tion existed.”

While the conference was sitting, Mr,
Holls went to Berlin for the purpose, it
was eaid, of appealing personally to the
German emperor to withdraw the objec-
tlons of his delegates to an interna-
tional court of arbitration. Dispatches
received in this country at the time
stated that the emperor had refused to
see Mr. Holls. This was denied by Mr.
Holls,

“When the German objections were
raised,” he said, “I was instructed to go
to Berlin with the German commission-
ers for the purpose of conferring with’
the government ministars. The em-
peror was away yachting at the time,
and the renort that T attempted to zee
him was therefore absurd. But I did
see Prince Hohenlohe and Count Von
Buelow, the minister for foreign af-
fairs. I discussed the situation with
them, with the result, that they with-
drew all objections to the proposed in-
ternational court, and from that time
guve us their cordial cooperation.”

Sun Decorated Apples. .
The latest fad in France is crested
apples. It is & revival of an old chil-
dren's trick in the orchard. There are- -
apple growers at Montreuil, France,
who furnish fruit-bearing family
crests. The fruit is grown in paper
bags. When the apples are about as
large as walnuts the hags are slipped
over them in order to protect them
trom the sun. When they are nearly
ripe new bags are adjusted. with the
crest cut out like a stenctl on one side
of the bag. The suu then colors the
apple, leaving 8 green crest on a red
apple, or a red design on a green sur-
face. '

New Resetting Revolver.

An Austrian gunmaker, who has de-
voted great attention to revolvers and
repeating rifles has patented a new
form of revolver.

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SEEKING A KEYLESS LOCK

‘Govermment Officials Are Hopefal

That Tests May Relieve a Pros~
ent Vexation.

‘More tham $400,000 of the p'eoble'-

- money is locked up in post office keys,

each and every keyholder to a box in
a post office being required to put up
with the postmaster a depeait for his
key, the amount deposited being re-
turned when the box is given up and
rvant paid. Postmasters are required
to keep a atrict account of the key de-
posit fund, while the post office depart-
ment at Washington has a regular di-
vision set apart for keeping this ac-
count.

As a post office official puts it, thers
is a great deal of trouble and no money
fn the transaction, and the final out-
come of the trial of the keylesas locks,
which are to be tried in the principal
offices of the country, including Chica-
g0, is eagerly looked for.

The department has long wanted a
keyless lock, but none of the lock in-
ventions until the present one were re-
garded as in any way calculated to
prove acceptiable.

Contracts have been made for a sup-
ply of the new locks, which will firat
be placed in New York. Boston, Phila-
delphia, Chicago and St. Louis, as the
largest and most important offices; and
in 8t. Paul, Minneapolis, Cleveland, O.;
Hartford, Conn.; Madison, Wis., and
Rockford, 1H., as the smaller offices.
These offices will be fitted out as soon
as the factory can complete the mak-
ing of the boxes. If they proveinevery
way satistactory to the department and
to patrons they will be piaced in offices
throughout the country, but not to the
entire exclusion of the lock boxes.

It is the belief of the post office de-
partment look experts that the keyless
box will prove a blessing.

FORM ASTRONOMERS’ SOCIETY

The Astronomical and Astrophysical
Bociety of Americs is the name of an
organization formed by the members of
the astronomical conference at the
Yerkes observatory, at Williams Bay,
Wis.

YAQUIS TORTURE CAPTIVES.

Horrible Mutilation of Prisoners by

the Mexioan Indians Reported
by as Eyewlimeas.

Harry Logan, formely of Phoenix,
A. T., has returned there from a trip to
Sonora, Mex. He was three miles from
the seat of the first Yaqui uprising
when it occurred and the shooting and
yells of the Indians were plainly audi-
ble. He says the uprising was a great
deal more serious than was reported
by the newspaper correspondents. It
was difficult to trace the operations of
the Indians and many lives were lost
which were not reported. The Yaquis
tortured a number of captives. Logan
was one of a party which discovered
the bodies of several Mexicans and two
Americans on the Yaqui river, and the
way the victims met their death waa
apparent. Their ears had been cut oft
and other sectiona of their bodies re-
moved with knives. After this the soles
of their feet were removed and the un-
fortunates compelled to dance over beds
of eactus. When rendered unconscious
by pain their heads were aplit open with
axes.

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GROWS IN PROSPERITY.

Glowing Acocountof Conditiona In Are
zZentine Republic Given by United
States Minister Buchanan.

William I, Buchanan, wminister 10 the
Argentine Republic, and who has just
arrived at New York from Buenos
Ayres, said:

“The prosperity of the Argentine Re-
public is increasing year by year. The
two Ereat products of the Argentine
Republic, wool and cattle, have shown
a tremendous growth, both in quantity
and quality, during the last two or
three years, and in these products the
republic has become an importent ex-
port factor. The conditions of the
country are reflected in the apprecia-
tion of the Argentine currency. When
I went there first the currency was o
depreciated that the equivalent of a
bundred gold dollars was 430 paper doh
lars, but now the same number cf gold
dollars will buy only 230 paper dollars.
In every way the ontlook in Argentina
is bright and encouraging. Gen. Rica,
the piesent head of the government, is
a progressive and excellent man; the
people admire him, and there are no
internal discenrions of any kind. The
interchange of trade between the Unit-
ed States and Argentina is expanding
year by year, with a balance greatly
in favor of this country. This has been
due to the fact that our exportatiouns
to Argentina of late have heen extended
into lines which England and Germany
previously almost entirely supplied. It
would be to the advantage, 1 think, of
the United States to increase her deal-
ings with the Argentine Republic, be-
caase 1 do not think the people of this
country quite realize how cheaply the
staple produets of that country are
raised.”

Fire Chief Edward F. Croker, of New
York, Finds New Vehiele Aids
in Getting to Fires.

According to Chiet Edward F. Croker,
of New York city, it iz only a question

- of time until the fire department’s ap-

paratus will run without horses. Chief
Croker said that the first step had been
taken in that direction in his experi-
ments with automobiles for his own use
in getting to fires. He is now consider-
ing ap automobile made by a new Amer-
ican company, and after a ride of about
40 miles through the Borough of the
Bronx, during which he tried the ma-
chine under all road conditions of hill
and level, smooth and rough, he was
enthusiastic about his experiences.

“I need an automobile. and need it
badly.” he said.

“I think eventually there will be au-
tomobile engines, trucks and hose carts.
It har been demonsirated already that
eight and ten ton trucks can be run
without horses easily.”

It is claimed by ‘he makers of the
automobile with which the chief exper-
imented that it was capable of a speed
of 40 miles an hour on a cond, level road,
and that it can clireb a=y hill that a
horse can haul a wagzan or at 15 miles
an hour.

The war department has made' pub-
lic the remarkable statement, based on
actual figures in possession of the sec-
retary of war, that the cost of collec-
tion throughout the entire revenue
service in Cuba for the first six months
of 1899 is less by 1.32 per cent. than the
cost of collection at the ports of the
United States. The percentage of cost
of collection at all ports of the United
States is 4.62. According to the figures
shown the percemtage of cost of collec-
tion for all the customhouses in the
island of Cuba for the period named
is 3.30, while the cost of collection for
the single port of Havana is only 2.37
per cent. It is asserted that the per-
centage at the port of Havana is lower
than the percentage of cost of collec-
tion at any single port of entry inThe
United States. Thisisdemonstrated by
the report of the supervising special
srent of the treasury of the United
Siates for the fiscal year ended June
, 1899. This report shows that the
cost of collection ut the port of New
York is 2.80 per cent. at the port of
Philadelphia 3.80 per cent., at the port
of San Francisco 7.20 per cent., at the
port of New Orleans 13.50 per cent. and
at the port of Raltimore 13.80 per cent.

If the first six months of the present
year be a criterion by which to judge
coilections the annual collection of cus-
toms at the great commercial ports of
New York, Philadelphia aod Bocton
only, in the order named, will exceed
those of Havana. As a matter of fact,
the collections of the port of Boston.
only exceed those of the port of Havana
by something less than $400,000.

The percentages given above are ex-
ceedingly creditable to the customs
service of Cuba, the more so because
they are based on the business of a pe-
riod when there was a lack of organiza-
tion due to the recent inception of the
customs service in (uba and in which:
the commerce of the island was in an
unsettled condition. Yor the reason:
just cited, and for the additional rea-
sons that many of the customs officers
were entirelv unfamiliar with their new
duties, and that extraordinary expenses:
due to the completely dismantled condi-
tion in which the service was left by the.
previous administration were incurred,
the statement above made is most sur-.
prising and satisfaerore,

IMPORTANT PUEBLO RELICS

Mere Stone Idols with Crewned Heads .

Discevered in Old Pueble
Ruins.

Ex-Gov. L. Bradford Prinee made an
archaeological discovery of great im-
portance at excavations he is makiog
in old pucblo ruins near Sania Fe, N. M.

Among his collections of over 1,000 .

stone idols, the largest and only eollec-
tion of stome idols in the world, there
had been only four idols with crowns
on the head, but now is another room
in another set of ruins 14 stone heads,
of which all but two have canspicuous’
crowna of different shapes, are to be
found. Several of these crowns are di-
vided into double crowns. On one head
the crown is composed of five lotusesor
semicircular divisions. This second dis-
covery leads to the sup tion that
nearly all the idols in that particular
part of pueblo wore head ornaments
and that it was a holy city, whose idols
stood preemiment above the idols of
other puebloa. ¢
