VI An Extract of a Letter from MrRalph Thores-

the College of Phyficians and R, 8. concerning a Ball
voided by Stool.

Poor Apprentice Girl at Rawden,4 miles from 7 eedes

in Yorkfbire, about 14 years of Age, having iw:n
tormented with Colical , and, as was ‘uppos'd, 7-e-
phritick Pains for fome time 5 at lengthvoided a roucd-
ith Ball, per Anum, as hard to feel upon asa Stone.

After a while, the Fains returning with greatcr vio-
lence, fo as to make her roul :upon the ground , i-e
voided another as hard, and: much bigger.

Upon which,.one Mrs Ward a neighbouring Geot!--
woman, who had been much afflitted with Gravel, ga-e
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her {ome of thofe Medicins which fhe us'd to take her
jelf. Whereupon the Girl voided a third Ball, alfo per
Anum, with lefs pain, yet the greatelt of the three.

The firlt of thefe Balls is {mooth and glofly, of the
colour of a right Hazel nut, 3 inches about,and fomewhat
comprefied. The other two rough and gritty, and in
likemanner a little comprefled into a kind of obtufely
triangular figure. The 2d, is 4inchesand a half round
about 3 thelaft, 5 inches and a half.

Confidering their bulk, ail 3 are very light, efpecially
the 2 latterand greater ones,of which the laft weighsbut
5 Drams 36 Grains 5 and both of them {wim in water.

This lightnefs proceeds from the Matter whereof they
confift 3 which, in fome places 1. purely Downey or fuz-
zy 5 in others, mixed with a Gritty fubftance, yet not
confufedly,but regularly mixed. The Fuzzy parts pofieft
the central part of the Ball,with a fmall particle of black-
ith Glafs or other Vitrify’d f{ubftance in the very Centre
it felf.  Over which are feveral Coats, gritty and fuzzy,
alternately ending in the circumference with a gris,much
refembling the Ground-work and Superftrutture of the
Oricutal Bezoar-ftone.

The Powder of one of thefe Balls {craped off with a2
Knife,is no way mov'd or affected with any fort either of
Alcaline or Acid Liquor dropp’d thereupon. Neither being
burn'd doth itftink, it confifteth therefore of no Animal
fubflance; but theGirl being of the Green-ficknefs age,the
gritty parts (with the glafly particle in the Centre, asthe
m {t ponderous and leaft moveable) feemsto be Hroken
off of Tobacco-Pipes, and grownd {mall between her
Teeth; the downy or fuzzy to be lick’d or ferapd off
the Lean of Mutton, or the Rind of Peaches, v i 2
other Part or Plant. Her Stomach kneading tuc mat-
ter into a Coat, as her changeable Appetite fupply’d it
alternately with one or the other fort.
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
