HEAVY GOLD WASTE.

Present Process of Extracting m .

from Ore Loses g7 Per Cent.

e Bays a Colorado Chemist Whe Has
Investigated the Merits of n New«
. ly-Discovered Froceas Which

_Eleeln a Big Baviag,

A ncﬁly—discovered process for ex-

tructing gold froin ore publicly an-
pounced at Denver the other day af-
firms that the present system caunes
the loss of about 97 per cent. of the
gold which might be extracted. The
scheme would not attract the stten-
tion it has done in the city were it
not for the fact that Willard Teller,
brother of United States Senator
Teller and Colorado’s greatest expert,
has announced himsell satiafied that
the process is scientific and feasible
for the treatment of large bodies of
ore. ’

The invention Is called the Wynn
procesa after Prol. Wynn, the alleged
discoverer. Nriefly, it consista of pul-
verizing the ore, treating it in.a tank
with chemicals arnd then extracting
the gold by fire. In all chemical
processes heretofore invented the
gold is preclpitated or held in soln-
tion until extracted by other acids.

In the Wynn process the gold rises

with cther matter as a acum.
On the xafe in the office of Mr.

Teller in a piece of ore which, sccord-

ing to skilled assayers of Denver,
carries one to three dollars in gold
to the ton. Of this ore 1,000 pounds
were treated the other day. The re-
suit was the recovery of $60 worth of
gold. At this rate the ore carries

Geed Dwelllags Braefit Yot Ouly the
Health But the Morals of
the Poor, )

There im no agency in the world that
bhas a greeter influence upon the wel-
fare of the peaple than the one which
directly affects their health and social
environment. Experience shows that
improvements in the dwellings of the
poor have had s decided influence upon
the character of the inmates. Under
existing conditions, providing better
habitations for the poorer working
clasaes seems to be a proper mubject
for the consideration of state and mu-
nleipal governments. The first and
most important step is the enactment
of proper sanitary and building lawsa
and the inauguration of a thorough
systam of tenement house inspectinn,
Second in importance is the expropri-
ation of property in the crowded din-
tricts, Another atep, which ixcommon
in Eurapean countries, i the encour-
agement of model tenement enter-
prisea by granting them special favors,
such as reducing the tax ratex, ceding
land, granting subsidies and making
loans at a low rate nf interext. Lantly,
when private and philanthrople enter-
prises refuse to previde proper hous-
ing facilitiea 1t hecomes the duty of
the anthorities to daeo, says Municipal
Affaira.

New York has the best sanitary code

“and the -best- organized-eorps ol sgn»
itary inspectors nf any American or
European city. Philadelphia and Chi-
cagn have in recent years made im-
provements in their sanitary laws and
ordinances relating tn tenement
houses.

to four or five per cent. of actaal in-
vested capital and the balnnee of the
net income being devoted 1o improve-
ments, extension, ete. 8till others are
purely philantkropic, the entire profits
being applied to the extension of the
enterprise. In a few Germvan citien
working pegple have created conpera-
tive building funds for the eonsirue-
tion of model tenements, sharebolders
being, as a rule, the occupants. The
suecess of a model tenement enter-
prise in dependent upon the efficiency
of the management and upon its adap-
tation tn the requirementa of desgired
tenements in° respect to loeation, pri-
vacy, health, comfort and safety.
While such enterprises do nnt usually
realize immense profits to the inves-
tors, it has been established beyond a
doubt, both in America and Eurape,
that they insure & safe and fair return
on the money invested.
