* Nuthless slaughter hy hunters and
proapectors of foxes and other fur-
bearing animals in Alaska during the
past three years has reduced the fur
autput of that territory 3 per cent.
Dealers say fur-bearing animals are
passing away so rapidly in  Alaska
that, like the dying Indians, they will
soon become extinet unless the na~
tional governmeai talies some steps
for their protection. The great de-
crease jo output is partly due to the
fact that fres started Ly miners have
burned over great tracts of country
formerly filled with fur-bearing ani-
mals. Fires have driven full-grown
animala into inaccessible parts and
hare burned to death young animals,
which are vaually moat veluable for
producers. Indiams are not as ener-
getic at hunting ax  they formerly
were. This is due partly to the grow-
ing Inaccesalbility of animals and
partly to the fact that with the ad-
vent of the whits men Indians have
become more laxy and prefer 1o do
odd jobs for miners than to shoulder
their guns apd hunt. These facts are
brought out by fur dealers now re-
furning from their general purchas-
ing irips along the Alaskan <coast.
They expect prices will rapidly in-
crease, since Alaska has been for
¥Years the greatest fur-producing dis-
trict in the world.

“When William G. Horner, of Puth,

England, an obacure school-fvacher. in
1519 made known to the world his
method of solving numerical equations
of gny degree the discovery was viewed
with suspicion by nearly all the alge-
bruists of Great Britain. The Rojyul
society of Great Britain “had the luck,”
so Prof. Augustus De Morgan says in
his "“Budget of Paradoxes,” 1o accept
Horner's celebrated paper contwining
the methad which is for on the wuy to
become universal, but they refused tha
paper in which Horner developed his
views of thia and other subjecte. It
took more than 20 years for Horner'’s
method to get a foothold in the Uni-
versity of Cambridge. The professors

and tutorsin that stronghold of mathe- -

matical learning never used it till stu-
dents coming in from the most pro-
gressive preparatory schools employed
it in their solutions of cubic equations,
and at first they were criticised becausa
it waa vut of the usual line of work,
although it was ten times as simple as
the methods of approximation theain
vogue, says the Kansas City Star.

All attempin to snlve a general equa-
tlon of the fifth degree have proved
ineffectual and.one noted analyst, Abel,
has demnnstrated to his own satisfac-
tion, at least, that the solution Is im-
possible. Fquations are divided into
two classes, numerical and literal, and
a ge:.if(ral equation of whatever degree
in andequation whose coefficients as well
as the abaolute term are literal.

In the history of mathematlcs i3
took s long time to obtain a general
solution of an equation of the third
degree, and after repeated efforts and
many fallures the general solution of
an equation of the fourth degree was
effected by several different mathemn-
ticians. and here general solutions have
been at a standstill more than 200 years.
Horner's method was such an improve-
ment over all former methods that as
soon ar {t became known it_tock high
rank and is the simplest yet discor-
ered. .

Recently a new dimcoverer has ap-
peared and he handles numerical equa-
tions with an ease and precision that
relegate Horner's method to the de-
pariment of ancient history. This sau-

The name of witch
hazel does not rest on ita reputa-
tiop as a magic shreb, but merely
upan its resemblance in  leaf and
branches to the witech or wych elm
tree—the free from which wooden
chesta or wyches were formeny made
to hold household linen.
