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TREES IN KANSAS.

BTATE HAS 553808 ACRES OF
POREST LAND,

This Figure Is Exclusive of Cities and
Towns—The Horticultural Bocicty
Gathers Btatistics Regarding
Feature of Vegstation.

‘Topeka, Kan.—Statistica gathered by
Lhe secretary of the State Horticuliural
society show that the area of Kansas
Toresis aggregates 553,898 acres. This
i# exclusive of trees in the various cities
and ¢ownsg of the state.

In gathering the statistics the secre-
tary instructed the various towunship as-.
£e330rs tomake a separate account of thae
wild timber and cultivated timber. They
did s0. The returus show that the stats
has 373.909 acres of wild timber and
179999 acres of cultivated timber.

The returns show that catalpa BrOWS
mostly in the eastern half of the state..
although a few western counties, such as'
Ford and Kingman, have a big acrenge.}
Walnut timber is fuund almost exclu-’
sively in the eastern half. Cottonwood, .
grows chiefly in the central counties,
while locust 8 found principally in the
western countles. Black locust, so ex-
perts say, i the best timber for the ex-
treme western part of (he state. The
two state forestry stations make a spe-
cialty of locust tn order to supply the
demand of the western farmers.

In addition to the 553,898 mcres of
forest trees. the returns show that there
are 539,196 trees growing in tife streels

' of the cities and towns of the state.

There are alsc 60 city parks iz the
atate, with a total of 573 acres. Most of
these parks are heavily wooded. but they
sre not eounted In the general total,
Only forests owned by private parties
and. concerns were |included in that
tabdle. <

The returns also show that there are
4.279 ponds and lakes in the state. with
8 tota] acreage of §.210 acres.

The aseessors found 2.904 acres of
private ornamental grounds. These
are private parks mostly.

All told, 4,639 acres of good Kansas
1and are occupled by rural schoolhouses.
Perhaps twice that much gronnd is used
by the city achool.g and fully twice as
much by the “various colleges of thse
state. So it {8 safe to say that 25,000

" acres are devoted 1o schoolhouses, ax-

clusive of the big experimental tarms of
the agricultural college. .

Most
of the Kentucky concerns have a spirit
capacity of less than 30 gallons each -
day, aund a grain capacity of not ex-
ceeding five bushels each day, while
the majority of the grant concerns of
Hiinols use §00 bushels of grain daily.
Virginia had 111 distilleries, but they
were all of the small order. Those in
North Carclina are the same kind.

Here &re some other intereating
facts: The moonshine whisky turned
out in the mountain® of the south ¢
a mere 4rop {o C(he bucket compared
with that made udder government
supervision. One Illinois distillery
makes more whisky in a week than al}
the moonshine places in the south put
together in a whole year.

Cores whisky i8 s0 seldom seen in
the porth that the general supposition
is that its manufacture i confined to
southern distilleries. More corn is
made into spirits in Illinois than tn
any two other states combined.
