Of the Conjunition of the two Seas,the Ocean and the Mediter-
ranean,by a Channel , cut out through Languedocin France,
bythe Awthority of the Moft Chriftian King LOUYS XIV,
andthe Contrivance and Management of Monficnr Riquer »
Englifbed by the Publifber ont of the French, lately fent tothe
[ame from Paris , together with the printed Mapp of the faid

Channel here contraited,and explained,

the Seas hath been thought poffible, It hath beenalways
agreed upon, that it was (0,and that many ways,even with-
in the bounis of France,without any dependance onor participa-
tion with the neighbouring Con'rys thereof, The thing hath
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a'{obeen often propoefed under the Reignes of Hemry 1V, and
Louys X1, of moft Gorious memo y, But whetherit be,
that it hath ever been Judged too d.flicule or teo expence-full,
or that thofe Great Pr nces were engaged in mo- e urgent affaires,
or that their Minifters would not apply themfelves to it ingood
earneft 5 {oit is;thatic hath been hutherto rejeéted and as’twere
referved for the Glory of cur prefent Great Monarch LOUIYS
X1V,

Monfieur Riquet, who long fince had confidered the thing
by himfelf , having open’d it to the Lord Coltert , was hapﬁ
py enoughro make himrelifh it, by fhewing him the Advan-
tages, which then might accrueto the Kingdom by facilitating
Commerce , and by declaring to him the Difficulties, 1o be
grapled within this work,together with the Means of {urmoun-
ting theCame.  T'his Great Minifter, who inceflantly watch-
eth for the Glory of the King , and the Interefts of the State,
and lets no occafions elcape of procuring them, focn acquain-
ted his Majefty therewith, who having a high concern for what
may render his Kingdom happy and florithirg , gladly hearke-
ned to him,put the thing in deliberation, and having refolved
torit , gave aGeneral Commiffionto M. Riguet , efteen ed by
his Majefty the moft capable Perfonfor execating {uch a defign,

This difficulty being overcome, and M, Riguet having {atis-
fied the Objections, made by feveral forts of peop'e againft chis
Enterprife, it was neceflary, before the attual undertaking of the
Work, to refolve upon the Choyce, that was to be made of
the two Ways,by which the Channel was to be carryed flom the
River Garrone to the Aude, Some of the Interefs’d would
have it carryed all along tothe Plains, reaching from Carcaffo-
ne to Tholofe, Others would have itruninto the river Frefqueil,
tfrom thence into the Plain ot Rewel, and thence into the river
Agoxt,and fointothe Garomre, M, Riguet follow'd neicher ot
thofe two Ways, but form’d thence a third which wass To
male ufe of what was beft in thefe two Ways, by taking from
the former, what it had of good convenient € ‘ountry from the
Point of Separation (defcribed below) to Tholofe s and from the
latter,whae advantage the bed of Frefgueidwould afford him; yet
fo,that whereas fome pretended to make this Channel of Com-
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munication pafs into the very Channels of the littlerivers Leys,
Frefqueil , Audes Monfieur Riguer maketh his Channel pafs,as
much as he can,in the adjacent Plains,leaving theancient Chan-
nels of thofe Rivers to ferve for receiving and carrying away the
great and frequent inundations of waters, and thereby fecuring
the new Channel from the danger of being inconvenienced by
them,

The higheft place of the whole Channel was well enough
known, which wasto be the Point, call'd the Point of Divifion
or Separation, Nature herfelf {ufficiently pointedat itby the
Spring of Grave,which partly runs towards rhe Ocean,and part-
ly towards the Mediterranean: and’tis near this place,where the
great Bafon is made toreceive the waters, that are to run both
fidesof the Channel, Butthis water being not near fufficient,
it was neceflary to find out others,that might be highenough to
fall into the {1id Bafon,and abounding enough ro keep it always
full, and to furnifh for the Sluces of thofe two partsof the great
Channel,

It appear’d alfo, that this plenty of waters could not be had
but from the Black Mountain, diftant enoughfrom it buticdid
nor appear,how this could beeffected, In fhort,’tis this where-
in the greateft difficulty of the whole work did confift, For
we muft know, that there are many Springs iffuing from the
higher part of that Mountain,and that among the reft there are
Five great ones,which make as many {mall rivers, that are never
dryed up,and runalong the hillocks of this Mountain,and fall to-
gether into the river Frefqucil s but fofar above the faid Posnt of
Separation, that that remotene(s would render them a'folutely
ufelefs, ic not being poffible to make them re-mount, ‘W here-
fore to make them ferve for this purpofe, it was neceffary to in-
terrupe their natural courfe from Nerth to Seuth,and to give them
acontrary ene,from Eaft to ieff,by digging a Conduir for them
crofs the Mounrain,through places,whichare all fteep rocks and
horrid precivices, There was then a neceffity to make thofe
fiverivers run, the firt into the fecond,and the fecond into the
third fourth and fifth, and to re-unite them all in the Ders-
ving Channel , which at laft carries them to the Posat of Scpa-
ration forthe end above-mentioned,

#fcd to prevens them.,  The Boatsthat [ball come frorsthe Medsterrancan,
Soull enter at the Port St. Louyswhich is at the Cape of Cette; andthofe
that fball come from the Ocean, fhall pafs to Bourdeaux : they frall afeend
Ly means of Sluces unto the Point of Divifion,end defcend from thence afrer
the like manncy. The number of the Sluces will be grear becanfe of the great
declivity, there is from the (aid Point towards both Seas. In the Mapp are
noted thafeonly, that are made frem Tholofe vato the Point of Separation,
whilft wo are bafy in marking &lfothofe onthe other fide with the fame exaft-
nefs.
