Archacologints Asacrt Excawwgions of
Queer Pipes Are Proof That
- They Did.

In England, Ireland, Germany, Bwit-
zerland and France old pipes made of
slpy, wood and metal, have frequengly
been found and they clowely resemble
modern pipes.

Certain archaeologists -have- now
come forwerd to claim that the an-
cients must have smoked, a3 the exist-

_ence uf the old pipes camoot be ex-
plained on any other theurx. Some of
the pipes, they poiny out, datehack to

the Roman and Merovingian epachs.

and, s far as can be discavered, all
are apparently genuine.

In severalold authors, they say, pas-
sages can be found which prove cleer-
ly that certain ancient peoples were
accustomed ta inhale the vapor of
plants, both for the purpose of becom-
ing exhilarated and of curing certain
diseases: Herodotus eays that thein-
habitants of the great islands of the
Araxes, which iy supposed to -be the
