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We have no Minerals, that we know; only Store of Brimftone, of
which we fend out every Year two Ships Lading.

1 had almoft forgot to acquaint you with a very remarkable Obfer-
vation made in the Year 1642. on the thirteenth of Ay, which is, that
then all the Seay, which beats upon our Promontorics, was for two
Days {o pdliucid and fhining, that Shclls_:md the leaft Stones could be
feen at the Bottony, where the Sea was forty IFathoms deep s infomuch
that the faid Objetts fvem’d to be no turther than three Foor diftant
from the Sides ot our Fufhermens Boatsy who, when they faw ity were
fo trighted ar ity that they prefently came in, and noifed this all over
the Country, It began in the Morning about nine of the Clock j and
the whole witseiled by divers very honedt and credible Men.

Servation and Tryal.

1. HETHER fuch Trees as are inoculated in Felruary, are free
from all Worms; both themiclves and their Fruit: as is be-
licved by many ?

2. Whether it be true, that Cions taken off from young Trees,
which never yet bloffom’d, be not good to engratty and do never come
to bear?

3. Whether Cions of Fruit-Trees grafted upon Forreft-Trees will
profper and bear? Somc curious Perfons having affirmed, that they
have tried Cions of Apple-Trees upon Elms, without Succefs; yet o-
thers affuring, that Quinces have been gratted upon Willows, and Pears
upon White-'T'horns, with very good Succefs.  Where we take the Li-
berty to fuggell, that it would, perhaps, not be amifs, to obferve fome
Affinity in this kind of gratting, as to gratt Cheftnut-Cions on Ouks:
Some would have Cions of Apples try’d on Oaks, and of Wallnuts on
Afh-Trees, {7¢.

4. Whether any Trees will live, of which a Part is unbarked round
about ? Some affirming, that the /der will thrive, notwithitanding its
being thus unbarked.

5. Whether the often tranfplanting of Wild-T'rees does really turn
thew into Garden-Trees.

6. Whether 1t agrees with Experience what Laurembergius affirms,
that Gilly-flowers tranfplanted twice a Yéar, Spring and Harvett, be-
come the tuller and the more beauteous?

7. Whether Trees and Shrubs are to be tranfplanted from the Full to
the New Moon, about Michacimas; but Herbs and Flowers in the in-
creafing Moon 5 and ally about Evening.

8. Whether a T'ree may be made to bear the frff Year, by drawing
a Branch thorough a Port, the Branch being firft pricked with a Knite
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fo far as it is to ftand in the Pot, and then watering it for feven
or cight Days, to make the Branch fhoot Roots; further, cutting
the Branch from the Trce in March next, and knocking the Pot a-
way from about it, and fo putting the Branch togcther with the
Earth into another good Soil.

13. Whether Beer tafting of the Cask may be freed of that
Tafte, by putting fome Grains of Wheat in a Bag, and hanging it
in the Vefiel ?

20. Whether the afhes of Soap-boylers, carried on meddows, and
they dunged therewith, cat away all moflincf, and muke grow fine
young grafs?

21. Whether the Corn-worms (of which FVirgil faith, populat-
que ingentem farris acervum GURGULIO,) will be effectually
driven away by a ftrong decoction of Wormwood, and by boyling
the fame Wormwood in Herring-pickle, and then fprinkling with
this water the floor where the Corn lyes, and with a little of it the
Corn it {clf, ftirring it well afterwards ?
