and as {#molded the fate of Exyptin the
remote, dim past.

The lecture teems with valual:le mate-
rial, but the attentlon of thie curious will

be attracted by the rew readinygir sup- -

‘plies OF Juseph's furecast of the famine
in Egypt, anc of how, as a wise, ‘God-
fearing man, he is conje-tured to have
antivipated the seven years ¢f dearth
that overtook (he land.

In ancient days there was a huge lake
in Egypt., Lake Moeria, whose waters
were held in thrall by a great dike and
were allowed to flood upper and lower
Egypt {n due seazon and to lmpregnate
the earth with richness and plenty. At
the bead of this dike, Sir William writes,
was Hauar, a fortified {sland. arnd Hauar
was thus-the true le) of iower Egypt,
for ft could command tte {lnods, that
were as liquid gold to the land.

“History tells us.” says Sir Willlam,
“that Joseph arrived in Eeypt late in
the time of Hykoos. who ruled lower
Egypt. while the Theban dvnasties ruled
As the years rojled on
the fortures of war went gradually
agalnst lower Egypt, and. .the upper

Egyptian kings won their way down the .

Nile valley; ard about the time that Jo-
geph arrived they might have berr. near-
ing Hauar, the regulator of Lake
Moeris, and the true southern rrontler of
Jower Feypt.

“Joseph. whils lving in prison, “num
have learned from his fellow prironers
that the aim-of the Theban kings was
the construction of a fleet and the cap-
ture of Hauar. . .

“He took in'the situatian, and when
ke stood before Pharoah boldly told the
king to put away his flattering advisers
and realize the fact trat upper Egyvpt
was preparing a strong fleet. arnd that
when it was ready Hanar might fa:l.

*The *collection of corn was set on
foot on a gigantic seale. Hauar fe]linto
the hands of the Theban kings, the Nile
falled to overflow its bgnks in lower
Egypt. and the predicted famine came.

‘Englishman, who had lbug Leen a stu-
dent of the planet Mars, has lately
made dime curious observations throw-
ing a uew Light on’the probable inhabi-
tants. )

In studyving the canals, which have
been krown for 30 years as Inlersect-
ing th- Martian continent in all dirvec-
tions. he has discovered an interest-
ing feature ot ianeir uze. Thire are
two  canals callsl by astronomers
Thoth and Amenthes,  which  come

“alternately into the teles ope’s fieid of

view.  Mr. Lowell mainrains that it g
evident they are depwdent on a sin-
gls water supply, which is admitted 1o
This s furthier proof
that tlie canals are not  accidental
markings of the planat’s surface, but
artificial channels of irrigaticn regu-
lated Ly the Martians, aa the systems
fed by the Nile and ang"s are regu-
lated by Egypt and Iodia .

An objecticn to the theory is the
huge size o! the canals. Many ars
cairulated to b at least 60 miles wide,
mating it difficult to imagine any kind

- of sentient creature able to deal! with
- such giganti¢ works.

On tha other
hand, the so-calted canals are perhaps
not actual water channels themselves,

.but broad tracts of cultivated . land,

which are only distingutahable from
the surrounding desert when the crop-}
ripen.

Mr. Lowell conrludes that the alterna-
tion of the visibility of Thoth and
Amenthea proves that the Martiane
are obliged to economize thelr scanty
supply of water for irrizating cultiva-
ble land in the vast sections so as to
combat a perennial water famine.

During the years 185! to 1386 1.5 of
1000 of the young men presenting
themselves for military service were
found to bée suffering from heart dis-
exse, whereas in 1898 the proportion
had risen to 14 out of 1.000,

have come to the conclusion that, while
the ehormous increase is due partly to
the prevalence of influerza epidemics,
it is chiefly a symptom of the degenera-
tion of the youth of the present day.
