Philadelphla.~—Paraguay,
America, is to be the real Utopia, if
the plans of the Universal Co-opera
tive brotherhood, which is at work
in this clty gathering in sympathlzers,
is successfully carried out.

Talk about your “seventh heaven”
of delight” for the workingman' Es
piransa city, on the beautiful siopes
of the Parana vallay, bids fair to be
the tenth, or even twentleth heaven,
if there s really any posalbllity of
reaching such a summit. But list to
the announcement of the brother-
hood's plans, as contained In a vol-
uminous pamphlet on the “new system
of liviag," for which a prospective co-’
operator pays one dollar, and which
the brotherhood officers say contains
information worth $10,000.

After pointing out the fact that if
the Pilgrim fathers had sent out some
ploneers to Parana “they would never
have mede the mistake of landing on
the bleak spot known as Plymouth
Harbor," the high-sounding phrases in’
the announcement paint a glowing plc-
ture of the wonders of the Parana re-
gion where the new “‘mode! city” is to
be built whenever the promoters-get
together enough men and women to
start the thing going.
