Whea the men were brought into
close proximity with the electrical dy-
wamos they experienced organic dis-
orders of the stomach. loss of appe-
tite. faulty digestion and became as
pale as limekiln laborers. The doctor
attributes these phenomena to the
chemical {influence of the electrical ra-
diations. or of radiations of a pature
a8 yet unknown.

The late 8ir Heary Thomson, the
London surgeon. was of opinion that
an abuse of electricity in the home led
to baldness, bad eyesight, wrinkled
skin and rarely falled to disturb the
vormal circulation of the blood.

365 gteps, one for each day of the year,
and the church has seven doors, 52
windows and 12 plilars, for the days
in the week and the weelks and montha
in the year. For the 24 hours in the
day there are 24 steps in the porch by
which the library is reached. Two
flights of 60 steps lead to the roof, one
for the seconds, the other for the min-
utes; and the tower {s in four stories,
for the four seasons. Thus does time
stand still in Boston.—8pringfield Re-
publican. .

New Way of Toughening.

Loaded upon a six-ox cart and guarded
closely, the money, thousands of dol

‘The door of the parlor in which the
money was placed was reenforced by
a heary inck having a brass handle,
and extra supporta wera placed under
the floor of the room tn sustain the
enormous weight of weaith. The house
is still owned by descendants of Rev.
