On Batorday, the Tth inst., aboul one
o'clock, P, M.,'s most terrific and disastrous
storm passed over Quacinta City, duing
muoch ® 10 persons and property.—
Buildings ‘were uuroufed, obimneys biown
down, apd in some instances huuvses wers
completely rszed to the ground. The hotel,
kept by Mr. Norsworthy, wus grontly dum-
aged, the kiichen or some other out-house
baving been lifted ‘from the ground and
blown with the fuli forae of the storm ngalost
one aide of it. Mra. N. was 50 seriously to-
Jured as 10 render her recovery improbabie.
Her daughier was also injured to some ex-
tenl, busidesa some slight wouuds and
bruises, we beliove uone others immedintely
in the cily wers muoh hurt, .
But the most serious damage was done on
the premises of Mr. A. A. Bwun, who lives
mear by. The appearance of things here,
says our jnformant, was indeed heari-render-
ing. His dwelling bouse was blown down,
the roof deiug carried to a great distance;
some of the rafters were f.und between twu
and three milea trom the spot where once
8t00d the house. Even the beds and bedding
ware tuken up and carried away ; a blanket
wus found lodged up in a tail tree, which
stood without the truck of the hurricane,—
Mr. 8., his wife and child were all more or
ltess injured; Mrs. 8, serivusly.
Me. Hare, s brickmuson, living at the piace,
was blown some dlastancs, and was fortunats
in beiug able to report himself with only two
or tbres broken ribs. But the ulmosti f:
of the storm seemed 1o save itaell for the ne-
g:u aarter, avery cabin of which is said to
blown leve! with the ground. The injury
dooe the goor negroos was indeed appaliing.
One was found dead, with the head titgrally
splitopen and Lhe brains soattered to the
winds ; another was lying seneeless with a
fractured akull ; another with both srms and
back broken ; mngthber with both arms and
legs broken—bosides five or six more, who
wers more or less seriously woumded. As
many as four are either dexd or mortally
wounded. One old woman, with asick child
in her arms wrapped i a blanket. in ber
{right rusbed from ber cabin, when she was
ioked up by the storm and dropped unhurt
rm beneath or behind the bank, where she
remained unharwoed during the sturm. The
beit of the bhurricane fortunutely wag very
DArrow, not more than one bundred yards
wide. Wo are told that wherever it croesed
cotton fields, 11 abeolntely biew down the
#'alks and wasted the eniiie crop.

excoeding §1000. Cueva was seotenced to-
day. The court-room was crowded to ex-
cods, & large purtion of thuse present being
Iadies, uppurently much iplerosted in the
prisonsr.
Chiol Justice Ogden passed the sentence.
aftor a fow reruarks, in which te oxpreued
bis owg cuuviclions of the inadequacy of
punishment which a mere Ans would consti-
lute—s punisbmeot which would full upon
the prisonnr's father ruther wan upon him-
=elf. The Judge deciared that he K:d livie
faith in the eficacy of vicarious punishments
administered by human tribunals. But large
numbers of respectable oitizens of the
cvunty, aud many matrons, ladtes and misses,
whiee sympathios were aroused in tehalf of
the pridoner, had petitivned for mitigation
0! punwbment.  While these had no sflsot
upou Judge (gden, bis associates had over-
ruled him, and decided upon a fine of $1000
and ¢osts us the sentence, which he procesd-
ed to pass,

tence, an euthusiustic burst of applause
broke furth amiong the audience, wlich the
officers were not uble for severa! minules to
suppresa.
