couver, B, C., says that care should
be taken by those who contemplate
golng to the gold flelds, in entering
into transportation contracts. Cer-
tain companies have obtained a con-
siderable sum of money (generally:
$500 for each person) upon very in-
geniously-worded contraets that the

persons paying should be transported-

to the gold fields in the north, with
all necessary outfit furnished and ex-
penses paid. In three cases in which
men have paid their money they have
been brought, at slight expense, to
Vancouver and other ports, and then
abandoned.

The men who had contracted with
one of these companies became sus-
picious while at Vancouver, but after
an explanation by the agent they
agreed to go forward.

The consul says he has received a
letter from one of the party now in
Fort Wrangel, Alaska, saying that the
company induced his party to go to

Wrangel, and after pulling the
provisions wup the Stickine for
14 miles, sent them into camp,

where they have remained ever since,
When asked to be put ahead they
were put off with promises, and now
feel that the company does not in-
tend to do anything. The party i
now at the camp far from home and
without money. It consists of 30 men
from the Old Bay state.” The comnsul
suggests that persons desiring to ga
to the gold fields of the valley of the
Yukon take every possible precaution.
He says he hasabundant evidence that
several companies are now and have
been for some months engaged in the
nefarious traflic referred to.
