earl of Buchan, who died about 1192,
On account of his cruelty to the clergy,
it was thought the body could not be
his. But Lord Tullibardine, after com-
paring descriptions In old charters
with the bulldog shape of the jaw-
bones, asserts that tha remalns are
really those of the “"Wolf™”

The earl of Buchan was a younger
son of Robert I11. of Scotland. Dur-
ing Lhe closing years of his relgn, his
sons, the earls of Fife and Buchan,
held the reins of government in thelr
hands. KEvean while Robert 1ll, aao
amiable but weak prince, was on the
throne, this rule was continued. The
earl of Buchap ruled over northern
Scotland. He has boon described as.
scarcely better than a savage—cruel,
terocious, relentiess. He led the com-
pany that destroyed the cathedral of
Elgin. He carried off the chalices and
vestments, polluted the shrines with
blood. and finally set fire to the edi-
fice, the houses of the canons, and the

town itself. He also laid waste &
large part of the country. Whenever
he could, “the Wolf of Radenoch™

showed his hatred of the clergy by
plundering thelr churches and other
cruel means.
