Offictal Despatches from Genm. Tayler.

‘The Washin gton papers of the 13h are filled with
despaiches addremed by Gen. Taviom and other
officera of the Arny of Occupation o the Deparunent
of War, giving detailed accounts of the batties of Palo
Atio and{Resaca de las Palinas.  These briliiant and
deciaive nctions have bewn o minutely and faithfully
described by the various correspondents of nearly all
the city papere, that the official namative scarcely
embraces a single incident not before recounted. We
extract, however, several passages descriptive of
events which do not appear 1o have heen previously
chronicled with entire accuracy,

In the account of the batile of Palo Alto, General

Tavior, after giving the position of his line, proceeds
an followe:

At 2 o'clock we took up the march by heads of col-
vmns, inthe direction of the enemy-—the 18-pounder
battery tollowing the road.  While the columns were
advancing, Lt. Blake, tapographical engineer, vol-
unteered a reconnaimnce of the enemy's line, which
was handsomely perfornied, snd resalted in the dis-
covery of a1 least two baueries of anillery in the in-
tervals of their cavalry and infantry. These batteries
were soon opetied upon us; when T ordered the col-
umns haited and deployed intoline, and the fire to be
returned by all our artiliery. The 8th infuntry, on
our extreme left wos thrown back 10 secure thai flank.
The firmt fires of the enemy did listle execution, while
our 18-pounders and Ma;.
