Said to Be Cheaper.

Carlisle, Pa.—The aged Danielt
Drawbaugh, whose Iitigations ia the
federal courts many years ago against
Alexander Bell mads him known ae
the prior inventor of the telephnne,
and who has Leen turning out wizard
like .inventions at Eberly's Mills for
the last 25 years, has anonunced that
with the aid of Pr. B. E. Gambie he
has discovered a practical fuel to take
the place of coal. This new fusel ia
being manufactured now at Bowmans-
dale, east of Carlisle, by a secret
process. It is compnied of chemicalm
and of ibhrous matoer and weighs onty
half as much 'as eoal. The new fuel
will be made in M¥arent gized woldas.
Tesats made show that it does not
clinker, burns to a fine ask, emits lit-
tle gas and burna freely gives oft
more heat than coal and lasts longer.
This artificial tuel probably will cost
abou: half as much as cosl.
