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fo-make up the triangular hody FDE, as inthc Fig, annext. And
thus I think I fee the groffer parts of Fat, not perfe@ly
round. Andif any of the Curious defire to fee the Globuls, of
which the greateft parts of Fat are made up, they may be
pieafed to take carc, that there be taken a picce of the courfeft
Fat, and that with the hand it be broken afunder ; which way
being obfeiv’d, there will then (yet not always) fome finail par-
ticles of fat, in the midft of the fat, be fever’d, which being
dextroufly applied to the pin of the Microfcope, you will be
able to fee its form: Forif you break off a picce ot fat with
a pin, you wul tear the Globuls.

10. 1 have lately obferv’d, that each buble or globul of Fat
confifts of more than a thoufand fmall Globuis. Yet[am apt to
believe, that thofc that havenot feen the Globuls in Blood, Hair,
Bone, &'c. will not {atisfie themielves aboutfeeing the Globulsin
the Globuls of Fat, becaufe of their extraordinary minutenefs.

11. The Fut of tome Warer-foul and Fifb, though it have
been view'd by me, yet fhall I endeavor to obferve it again be-
fore communication. ‘

12. Baving view’d the Teares of two infants, I found therein
very few round Globuls, bur much more other odd and mifha-
pen puiticles, of divers forms; fome of which feem’d to con=
fift of united Globuls. I'was thinking, becaufe thofe Tears had
run down the Cheeks, whether all thefe particles might not be
fcaiings off of the Cuticle. For I prefume, if the Tears of a
grown perfon, and fuch as are caufed from much grief, and are
{hed copioufly, were well viewed, there would 1in all appear-
ance be much more feen in them.

the Phyfitian whom f(he addrefied herfelf to, asif the had been
defowered ; which yet with many imprecations fhe denied,
though invain : the Phyfitian disbelieving her afieverations, and
partic cul: Whj that the had her periodical lochia, becaule the look-
ed fo well, nor had any figns of an hydropical Diftemper upon
her, except the tumor of her belly, which being felt, afforded
fome confiderable {igns to difpofiefs the thﬁtian of the o-
binion he had of this perfon ; feung it was not a prominent nor’

roundifh tumor, nor any fuch as is ufual in women with child ;
befides that, the made not fuch a coloured and crafie Urine as
Childbearing women are wont to do: Yet there appearing no
fymptoms of a Dropfy, no complamts of the ftomack, liver,
fplecn, kidney% no {welling of the loins or inferior limbs, no
leannefs in the body or fupcnor parts, no flaceid nor difco-
lour’d breafts, butall being thus far ina good conftitution ; the
Phyfitian fent her away without giving or prefcribing her any
Phyfick, putting her in mind of that faying, That the whole need
no Phyfitian, but the fick. Yet{he return’d {con after, importu-
ning him to give her his advice againft the Dropfy. He con~
fulting with other Phyfitians about it, found themas well di-
ftracted between both as he was himfelf. Yet fome of them, in-
clining rather to the opinion of a Dropfy, with appropriate
Medicines made her void abundance of water, yet without un-
fwelling her belly. Whereupon fhe addrefled herfelf to Mounte-
banks, who voided her purfe without: voiding her belly of the
water. 'This made her give over for a while the ufe of all Re-
medies, committing the whole bufinefs to Nature, and {o conti-
nuing for fix months. But then hearing of another Hydropical
woman that had been cured by her firft Phyfitian, fhe return’d
tohim, with tearsinher eyes, befeeching his afliftance. He now
finding her body dryed and bloodlefs, her breath fhort, her
temples fallen in, her nofe tharp, her eyes hollow, her skin wan
and ill-favour’d, her pulfe creeping, her appetite proftrate, her
tongue dry, her voice weak, her evacuations fparing, and hallA
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her ftrength dejected, in a word, liker a Scelefon than a living
Body ; he calls together divers of his Colleagucs, to view this
mifcerable Cresture, who being now futhciently convinced of
the nature of this Diftemper; did, though the caie was how de-
fperate, retolve upon the ufe of a paracentefis or incition ;5 which
the Patient abhorring, fhe was lett to herfelf, and dyed three
months after.  xier body being open’d, there foon appear’d a
groat lake of water; whence at ardt it feern’d to be a2 common
AJcites, a tamour of waters ftagnating in the abdomen. Then the
Liver being look’d after, it was no where feen. Next the othe
wyeera be g fought jor, viz. the Melentery, Pazxcreas, Spieen,
ana Kidness, noneof them all appear’d neither, to the afionith-
mentof atl that were pretent, who fearching further, and mnect-
ing with the Perstenceum, found it to be turned into a bagy, by
a feperziion maae of its interior membranc from its exterior,
and i encloling within it the whole bulk of that ro% gnant
water, thitpot a drop of it had been abie to get out into the
abdom:on.  This cotted no {mail trouble to render it conipi-
cuous, oy emptying tiis fack of all the Serur, and fo difcove-
ring both fides of the bagg, made up of the double pericone-
um, whote imuoer skin had been fever'd from the suser, ficking
to the tramwverfe Mulcles of the Epigaiium, the hydropical
waters having torced the inner membrane inwards into the hol-
low of the abdomen, and f{o forming itinte the fhape of a bagg,
whofe compats reached from the pubes unto the diaphragme,
and from the left region of the loyus to the right; fo that the
nervous body of the .eritoneum, being here very thick and clofe
withal, was by little and little expanded, as the capacity of the
wonb in gravidation is {till more and more enlarged. Where it
fcems worth inquiring ; Whence this peritoneeum had acquired
this extra rdinary thicknefs, being thicker and clofer than any
Oxs-hide, wheie as naturally’tisasthinas any filkenwebb? But
to proceed : This bagg of the peritoneum being remov’d, the
@i ‘cera came to view, which were not gravelly, nor tartareous,
nor chalky, (as they often are.in Hydropical bodies,) but only
decayed and coloudiets : Which decay by the timely ufe of an
Inciiion might have been prevented.
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
