As Far Back as 1963 Lord Keivin Was
Experimenting with the
Pringiple.

Wiraleas telegraphy has many di»
coverers. As has been so often the
case in any branch of physics, wheta-
or pure or applied, the name of Lord
Kelvin Is assoctated with the discov-
In 1863 he gave forth the theory
of oacillation. In 1885 Maxwell pro-
pounded the theory of olectrical
wavos, and in 1888 Hertz practically
discovered them. Sir Olliver Lodge
was looking for the waves at the
same time, and was successful fs
finding them running along wires in
the same year that Hertz discov:
them going through space In 1530
he was able to take a further step,
developing the recelving arrange-
meots for the detection of these
waves by meana of the principle
which he decided to call ayntony.

At the same time another word,
coherer, was added to the language.
In 1894 he was able to give a demon-
atration before the British association
of signallng across space without
wires, and about the same tlme he
published & book.

In 1895 Admiral Popoff of the Rus-
sian navy and Capt. Jackson of the
English navy carried the idea a litcle
ferther, and then in 1896 Marconi took
up the matter with great pertinacity
and marked success.

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“ISH TO DESTROY MAJSQUITOES

Finny Tiibe from Barbadoes Will Be
Used for This Purpose on
Panama Canal.
Washington — Uncle Sam s import:
tog fish into the Panamna canal zoue
now to eat up the mosquiioes there
before the latter eat up his plce new

canal.

According to the Panaman offirials,
the fish empioyad by the governmuent
to eat up the pesky little stingers are
popularly known as ‘millions’ and
less popularly known in the city direc:
tory of ishdom asa “(iirardinus poecll

oides,”” and aro natives of Barbadoes,
Weat Indies.
These fish belony to the group

broadly known as top minnows, 80
called from always freding at or near
the surface of the water, for which
the structure of their mouth and habit
of swimming, with a large portion of
their back out of water, adapts them.
This habit, in connection with their
small size, I8 of espectal value, as it
enables them to secure their food by
pursuing {t across plants and wnasses
of algae over which there is only a
thin B8lm of water. They derive thelr
name from the great schools in which
they are found, are small, never over
one and one-half inches long. and are
found in stagnant, sluggish and run-
ning water, either fresh or brackish.

The group to which they belong is
omnivorous, but it has beea discov-
ered that if moaquito larvae are ac-
cossible the millions” will eat it in
preference to other food, and they are
said to eat the nduit mosquito also.
They aseend streams against a swift
current and penetrate into the small-
ost rivulets. The species is vivipar-
ous; that is, their young are bora
alive and not hatched from eggs. This
aids In their rapid multiplication, as
the young, rapidly-moving fish are less
exposed to snemies than they would
be if hatched from eggs They are
hardy and stand transportation well.

The absence of malaria in Barde-
does has been attributed to the pree-
ence of these flsh, by their destruc-
tion of the larvae of malaria carryiu
lno-qultoec

Greater New York Is First, with
Chicago Second.

Clothing Heads Business in Gotham,
While Meat-Packing Holds First
Place in lllinoia Metrop-
olls, as Compiled.

Washington —The Industrial dis-
trict of Chicago, embracing an ares
of 500 square miles and & population
of 1,815,107 in 1900, is the accond in
dustrial district in importance in the
country, according to bulictin just is
sued by the bureau of the census.
The figures upon which the compari
sons are based are takea from the
manufacturing census of
19056. New York, of course, ranka firat
in {mportance, while Philadeliphia,
Boston, the igon and steel region
around Pittsburg, St Louls, Baltimore,
Cincinnati, Cleveland, Buffalo, Minnc-
apolis-8t. Panl, Bam Francisco and
Providence follow in the order named.
The bulletin shows the imfluence of
the large urban populations, with
their enormous wealth and transpor-
tation facilitiers, upom the manulac.
turers of the country.

The bulletin, which 1s a summary of
the conclusions reached in a long re
port, illustrated with maps showing
the cities and townships in the dis
tricts, with the steam and electric
rallways, rivers and casals says:

“Products valued at $2,144,488,098
were manufactured in the (actories of
the industrial district of Greater Now
York during’ the year 1904. The im-
erease in the value of -the output of
the entire district in 1904 as compared
with 1900 was over half a billion dol-
lars ($530,220,746, or 32.8 per cent’).
The increase In the number of per-
sons engaged in these industries wasa
140,906, the number of employes in
190¢ being 735.460.

‘“The city of Greater New York was
credited with products valued at $1.
§26.236.006, or T1.2 per cent. of the
total value for the district tn 1904.
In the 37¢ square miles that were
outside of the corporate limits of the
city, but were s0 closely allled with
it industrially that they were included
{n the imdustrial @istrict, the maautac-
tured preductas were valusd at 617~
965.087. The increase in value for the
the city was 302 per ceat, while for
the remainder of the district there was
a gain of 40 per cent

“The manufacture of men's and
women's clothing was the foremost
industry ia this district i» 1904, the
products being valued at nearly one
third of a bdtiliom dollars and comstitut-
ing 14.5 per ceat. of ths value of the
m of the entire district.
