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tion, might think it an Invention not unworthy a French-
man: And whereas Mr. De Ja Hire feems to conclude, that
this Equation ceafes in the Quadratures, and is greateft in
the New and Full Moons; when he comes to the confide-
ration of the Lunar Motions extra Syzygias, (which is here
promifed) he will find it no lefs requifite in the Quadra-
tures than in Eclipfes; feveral undoubted Obfervations
thewing the Neceffity thereof.

Among the Precepts for the ufe of the Tables, thereis a
pretty Remark concerning Refra@ions, which this Author
faith he hath often experienced, w7z. That the Beams of
the Stars being obferved in a deep Valley to pafs near the
Brow of the Hill, are always more refrated than if there
were no fuch Hill, or the Obfervations were made on the
top]thereof; as if the Rays of Light were bent downwards
in a Curve, by pafling near the Surface of the Mountain.
