Nothing in hu life’
becumes him like the leaving of it.

The pig in his wavs and habits is not an
amiable animal; he cares nothing for his per-
sonal appearance, but would rather be dirly
than not; be is a great gormandiger, iving only
(0 eat, and fully ments the faie which destines
him o be converted into pork,bacon and sau-
sages, that he t00 may be enten. Ile is ssid by
some philoscphers 10 possess & great deal of
sympatby, and that the exirsordinary hub-bub
which he raises at the disireselu] squeal of a
brother-pig is 8 proof of it But his suwongest
emotione are exhibited at the trough —especial-
ly if the supply threat=ns to be small. The pig
is then in great excitement and fights hisbreth~
ren right and left, as thouvh alt were :ntruders
excepl himself. He ina thorough corn-mon-~
opolist. In faci the most zealous d-fenders of|
the pi¢, as to his character and deporiment,
must admit that he is selfish in the extreme,
gross in hie manners and conversation, swinish,
and unclean in his habits, and in his taries is a
mere hog.

But how useful this animal hecomes when
he has iransmigrated from pig 10 pork! The
pig vindicates himselt from all the blemishes. of
his Dife by the grent results of his desth—and
in this particular he is superior to some men,
