At one of the principal country seats,
Robert O. Peck’s place. much damage
has been done by lightning. No fewer
than six times has this place been
struck during the last seven years, and
within a radius of about ten rods from
a point in thebarnyard. The residence
was struck several times, while the
barn wasdestroyed by lightning three
times. This is considered an vnfailing
sign of much minerals in the ground.
During the last year land hasbeen fast
inerensing in value. not only in the jm-
mediate vicinity of I’eck’s place, but
through the whole region east of Deep
River as well. !

FIRE ENGINE RUN BY AIR

New York City to Tesat a Machine Be-
ing Gonstructed by the Auto-
truck Company.

New York city's fire department will
‘be the first to have a fire engine pro-
pelled by air. The New York Autotruek
company is now building an engine for
the departmént which, it successful,
will eventually result in the retirement
of all the horses in the service. Fire
Commissioner Scannell wHl give the
new eng‘inehln thorough testy and if it
does half what its designers elaim’ for
it the machine will be purchased by the
department. ;
In commenting upon the horseless
cogine of long ago, which was propelled
by steam, Chief Bouner said: '

“This city had four horseless engines,
furnished in 1374 and continued i use
for several years. Our experierte with
this class of engine was found to be
that they were difficult to manige ou
narrow thoroughfares, and withgcon-
siderable risk connected with carrying
100 pounds ¢r more of steam in- the
boiler while proceeding to alarms of
fire.

INDIA RUBBER TREES.”

Belgiom Takes Action to Prevent
Early Destruction of Valuable
Forests in Congo Free State.

" Minister Bellamy Storer reportsfrom
Belgium that in order to prevent the
early destruction of the forest of india
rubber trees in the Congo Free State a
royal decree has been promulguted
providing that for every ton of india
rubber yielded each year there shall
be planted during the same period not
less than 130 trees or vines roducing
india rubber. The state officials in
charge of the forests and those who
hold concessions are charged with the
execution of this provision. ‘A bureau
of control is charged with the ‘preser-
vation of the forests and the
forcement of the royal de(fl}ee. Vio-
‘lators of the decree are liablk to a fine
up to 10,000 franes or imprisonment
not exceeding six months,or both. The
decree provides that all rubber shall
be gathered by incisions in the bark
of the treesor vines. All other methods
are prohibited. :

wind Our plan was to descend at
Breslau, jn Silesia, and be back to Ber-

lin the fame evening. We had an or-
dinary military balloon, but heavily
baliasted] and we shot up at 12:10 with
fearful rapidity.

“The bplloon tore along over the plain
watered by the Oder. We poticed the
speed when looking down at the earth,
but on looking upwards there was no
sense of motion whatever. We felt as
if the balloon was hanging still in the
sky. !

" *We s#\'ept over Breslau at a height
of. 4,000 L‘feet in little less than three
hours. fVe made no attempt to de-
scend, the wind being too strong. We
were traveling 68 miles an hour with
ease and smoothness and a delightful
sense of exhilaration impossible to de-
scribe.

“Breslau passed, the wind increased
and we determined to offer Do Tre-
sistance, but turn our backs toit. The
balloon gradually rose and at three
o’clock we crossed the Austrian frontier
at an elevation of 5,200 feet at over 70
miles an hour. We decided to sink the
balloon] and safely brought it to a
standstjll at the village ¢f Baguska, in
Galiciay 423 mileg from Berlin, as the
crow flies, at four o'clock.

“Thid is the fastest balloon trip on
record,| the previous record being held
by a pair of French aeronauts, who
traveled four hours at 60 miles an
hour.”| This feat has excited greatin-
terest here and the three officers were
eppecidlly complimented. by the kaiser.
