SUBJECT: Update Recommendation to Transfer to the Control of Another Country for
Continued Detention (TRCD) for Guantanamo Detainee, ISN: US9BA-000246DP (S)

JTF GTMO Detainee Assessment

1. (FOUO) Personal Information:

2. (FOUO) Health: Detainee is in good health, has no known allergies, and is not on any
medications. He has no travel restrictions.

3. (S//NF) JTF GTMO Assessment:

a. (S) Recommendation: JTF GTMO recommends detainee be Transferred to the
Control of Another Country for Continued Detention (TRCD).

b. (S/NF) Summary: JTF GTMO previously assessed detainee Retain in DoD (DoD) on
11 November 2003. Based upon information obtained since detainee's previous assessment,
it is now recommended he be Transferred to the Control of Another Countrv for Continued
Detention (TRCD).
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For this update recommendation, detainee is assessed as a possible jihadist. Detainee
traveled to Kabul, Afghanistan (AF), where he stayed with Abu Al-Walid, an Islamic
scholar, for at least five months. He stayed at a safehouse that provided shelter for Taliban
fighters. During this time, detainee visited Al-Qaida sponsored Islamic centers. He
purchased his own weapon, an AK-47, within weeks of arriving in AF, but it is unknown if
he was involved in any fighting. Detainee has admiued ties to Al-Gama'at al-Islamiyya, a
Tier 2 target, which is known to support terrorist or extremist groups. However, he has not
provided any details about his connection with Al-Gama'at al-Islamiyya. It is assessed this
detainee is a MEDIUM risk, as he may pose a threat to the US, its interests and allies.

4. (S//NF) Detainee Background Summary: Unless otherwise noted, the following
paragraphs are based solely on the detainee's statements.

a. (S//NF) Prior History: Detainee holds the title of Sheikh. He is a prince in the
Bahraini royal family. He is related to the current ruler of Bahrain, through a shared great-
grandfather. Detainee graduated high school in 1999. From September 1999 until April
2000, he studied religion at a college in Riyadh, Saudi Arabia (SA). Detainee traveled to
Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia. He resided there for seven weeks, from 7 March to 27 May 2001,
before traveled to Cairo, Egypt (EG).

b. (S/NF) Recruitment and Travel: Detainee watched a television program while in
Egypt that encouraged Muslims to live in an Islamic state. Detainee's father wired him 5,000
USD so that he could travel to Afghanistan (AF). On 28 May 2001, detainee traveled from
Cairo, EG, to Islamabad, PK. Detainee met with Taliban officials at the embassy in
Islamabad. They assigned Muhammad Rusal as detainee's guide. Detainee and Rusal drove
eight hours to Quetta, PK. They stayed at the old Saudi ambassador's house. On 30 May
200I, they traveled to Khandahar, AF, where they met Muhammad Yuqub, who took
responsibility for detainee. Detainee and Yuqub stayed at a Taliban guesthouse for one
night. On the next day, they continued to Kabul, AF. There, they stayed at another
undisclosed Taliban guesthouse. Detainee arrived in Kabul on 5 June 200I.

c. (S//NF) Training and Activities: Detainee spent the first three weeks in Kabul, AF,
touring the city and visiting most of the mosques. While in Kabul, he purchased a new AK-
47 ifle. Detainee met Abu Al-Walid, an Islamic scholar from Saudi Arabia (SA). Al-Walid
invited detainee to move in with him at his guesthouse in the Wazir Akbar Khan district in
Kabul to study Islam. Detainee stayed there for five months. During breaks in his studies,
detainee, Al-Walid, and another student, Abu Husayn Al-Suri, traveled to Khowst,
Khandahar, and Jalalabad, AF. They stayed approximately one week at each place. On one
occasion, detainee, Al-Walid, and a student named Abu Muaz, traveled to Khandahar to visit
the Islamic Institute for Religious Studies. Detainee met Abu Hafs Al-Mauritanian, the
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director of the school. (Analyst note: This school is tied to many Al-Qaida personnel, such
as the director, Abu Hafs Al-Mauritanian, who was an advisor to UBL.)

d. (S) Gapture Information: As the war in Afghanistan neared Kabul, detainee decided
he would return home. Muhammad Abdullah, whom detainee believed was a member of Al-

Qaida, fled with detainee from Kabul to Khowst, AF. In Khowst, Jalaluddin Haqqani, the
Taliban commander of Khowst, provided detainee a place to stay. Abdullah attempted to
entice detainee to defend the Taliban. Detainee Ieft Khowst and crossed the PK border.
Pakistani military forces in the village of Chaman captured him on his way to Quetta, PK.
They turned detainee over to US forces. No further capture information is available.

e. (S) Transferred to JTF GTMO: 13 February 2002

f. (S//NF) Reasons for Transfer to JTF GTMO: To provide information on the
following:

o Personalities:
o Muhammed Wali Razul - detainee's tour guide
o Muhammad Yaqoub - Taliban member detainee met in Khandahar
o Sheikh Abu Al-Walid, owner of a safehouse

o Taliban safehouses located in:
o Quetta, PK, where detainee stayed for one day
o Kabul, AF, where detainee stayed for two weeks
o Wazir Akbar Khan area in Kabul, where detainee stayed for five months

5. (S//NF) Detainee Threat:

a. (S) Assessment: It is assessed the detainee poses a MEDIUM risk, as he may pose a
threat to the US, its interests and allies.

b. (S//NF) Reasons for Continued Detention:

o Detainee went to Afghanistan to possibly fight in or support the jihad.
o (S//I\fD According to Mohammad Basardah, US9YM-000252DP, detainee told
him that he was a fighter in Khandahar, AF, when the US bombing started. Detainee
also told him he is a member of the Bahraini royal family. Within the first three
weeks in Kabul, AF, detainee purchased a new AK-47 rifle.
o (S/ {F) Detainee admitted to past ties with Al-Gama'at al-Islamilya, aTier 2
orgarization. He has not provided details regarding this affiliation. (Analyst Note:
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Tier 2 Targets are defined as terrorist/extremist groups that have demonstrated both
the intention and the capability to attack US persons and interests, but are believed to
pose somewhat less threat to US interests around the world than Tier I groups.)

o While in Afghanistan detainee became involved with Taliban and Al-Qaida members.
o (S/AIF) Detainee traveled to Khandahar to visit the Islamic Institute, which is run
by Abu Hafs Al-Mauritanian. Detainee met Abu Hafs during this visit. Abu Hafs
was a religious advisor to UBL. Other reporting corroborates that he ran the Islamic
extremist school in Khandahar, AF.
o (S) Jalaluddin Haqqani, Taliban commander of Khowst, AF, provided detainee a
place to stay as he was attempting to flee AF.
o (S/AIF) Detainee stayed in Kabul for five months in the house of Sheikh Abu Al-
Walid, a religious scholar who was Taliban, and possibly Al-Qaida connected.
Foreign Taliban fighters often used the house as a rest and transit point as they moved
to and from the front line. Abu Al-Walid is reported to be Saudi Arabian. During
this time, they traveled to various cities in Afghanistan. Detainee has failed to
disclose his specific activities during this period. This would be consistent with an
attempt to avoid incriminating himself. (Analyst note: This Abu Walid has yet to be
distinguished with Abu Al-Walid Al-Filistini and shouldn't be confused with
reporting on Abu Al-Walid Al-Masri.)
o (S/AfD Detainee stated he paid 5,000 USD to the Taliban embassy in Islamabad.
Another Bahraini source reported that a member of the Bahraini royal family paid
5,000 USD to have unlimited use of the transit house and access to the front line. It is
highly likely that he is refening to detainee.

. (S) Abdullah Al-Noaimi, US9BA-000159DP (ISN 159), an admitted member of the
Taliban/Al-Qaida network, is related to detainee. (Analyst note: They are thought to be
cousins.) They also went to school together in Bahrain.

c. (S/NF) Detainee's Conduct: Detainee's behavior has occasionally been unruly. On
12 March 2005, detainee verbally harassed the guards. In November 2004, detainee failed to
comply with camp rules by not relinquishing all his trash following his meals.

6. (S//NF) Detainee Intelligence Value Assessment:

a. (S) Assessment: JTF GTMO determined this detainee is of MEDIUM intelligence
value.

. (S) Detainee may have knowledge of groups, schools, and personnel who support
extremist ideologies and actions. He is suspected of fighting in Afghanistan. His
affiliations with safehouses and personnel support this suspicion, as does his a purchase
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of arms. Detainee may have information of Taliban leadership and activities, especially
in the area of Khowst, AF.

b. (S/NF) Areas of Potential Exploitation:

o Detainee's affiliation to Al-Gama'at al-Islamiyya
o Detainee's involvement with fighting in Afghanistan
o Information on Taliban, including Taliban commander, Jalaluddin Haqqani
o Islamic Institute in Khandahar, AF
o Sheikh Abu Al-Walid
o Safehouses in Kabul, AF
o Information on other GTMO detainees
o Detainee's money in Pakistan and Afghanistan

7 . (S) EC Status: Detainee's enemy combatant status was reassessed on 18 Novemb er 2004,
and he remains an enemy combatant.
