Contemporary producers 
such as the late J Dilla, Salaam Remi and Just Blaze to name a 
few, continue to heavily sample the compilation.  Drum & Bass 
is a direct descendent of the Ultimate Breaks and Beats 
collection as its core elements were lifted directly from the 
series to The Original Beat Junky Production with the world 
renown editor / producer Late Jose “Chep” Nunez in addition 
he worked with 2 in a Room, Tim Dog, Ultramagnetic MC’s, the 
late Scott LaRock, the late Paul C, just to name a few.
