Brussels—Friday Ang. 1'2.—This city was
in a most-dreaful state of agitation this morning
The Dutch having adranced within eight miles
of Brussels, the drums at an early hour bent to
arms, and the inhabitants were flying in every
direction.  Ivappears that this morning, about
two o'clock, the Dutch formed themselves in line
for battle, and at four o'clock attacked the Belgic
army near Louvain. The Dutch opened upon
them in three columns, and commenced fuing
-in every direction ; the Belgians tustantly took
Aight, and the greatest disorder reigned amongst
them ; they threw their arms and tried to out-
do edch other in running ; by six. o'clock the
field of ‘batile was clear, and the Duich mas-
ters of the whole of Belginm ; the greater port
ofthe Belgic army threw themselves into Lou-
vain. Fdo not believe there has been many ei-
ther killed or wounded,

His Majesty left Louvain by the Brussels gate
(all the others being guarded by the Duich) a-
bout 1l o'clock, with a small detachment of
Lancers, and crossed the country to Malines,
Within five minutes of his Majesty’s leaving the
high road near this a regi nent of Duteh Cuiras
siers took possession of the Ch ; the Kin
could hardly have been out of sight. * The Dutch
then advanced to Cortenberg, about eight miles
fromn Brussels, and took possession of the whole

‘of the heights, extending to within a leaguc

of Terrueren.

The French troops who have been lying at
Halle and Waterloo entered Brussels, with the
two Priaces, about 2 o'clock. The enthu~insm
with which they werereceived nearly equalled
the reception of Leopold. Marshal Gerard ar-
rived in the morning, and was grected with eve-
ry exclammtion of joy. The Belgians have to
thank the French for the safety of Brussels—
the Dutch could have entered it when they
pleased. The number of French in this city
is sbout 5,000 infantry, cavalry, and artillery.

Very early this morning General Belliard pro-
ceeded to the head: quarters or the Duke of Saxe
Weimar, and remained with him a considera-
ble time. The Duke ceased operations afler
the interview with the General. Ia the course
of the day the General made known to the Prince
of Orange that should he fire a single shot on
Louvsin it would be con<idered by the Five

ROUT OF THE ARMY OF MEUSE.
Brossiis, Tuesday night, 11 o'clock.---The

news has reached this city of the total rout of
the Belgian army of the Meuse.

This corps, under the command of general
Daine, wasattacked by surprise, near Hasselt,
yesterday morning, about 11 o'clock, by the
Datch army ; and; after a short resistance, the
Bidlzian cavalry fled, breaking through the in-
fantry scattering the crowds of Civic Guards.
The rovted army fled towards Liege, where
they arrived in the utmost disorder, and in the
