GETS SPIDER PHOTO.

LECTION OF ARACHNIDS.

Druggist-Scientist Overcome Obsta-
cles and Takes Picture of the In-
sect and Its Web—Other At-

tempts Are Failures. 4

Paris.—One of the finest collections

of apiders in existence i3 the property of
M. Desmaisons. a druggist at Arvillers,
France, who describes his ethods of
collection and preservation In the bul-
letin of the Linnean society of northern
France. .

From an abstract oontributed to
Cosmos by M. V. Brandicourt it @
learned that the collector kills bis
spiders by immersion io sulphuric ether,
which gives the body some degree of
rigidity. so that it can be fastened toa
slip of glass in a natural position with
gum arabic. The spider thus mounted
is then piaced in a tube filled with
aleohol.

[n this way M. Desmaisons has over-
come the great difficulty in collecting
the arachnids, which is to preserve them
effectively in natural attitudes. in con-
nection with the spiders themselves, M.
Desmalisons also preserves photographa
of their webs. :

Attempts have been made to preserve
the webs themselveg by fastening them
to gummed paper or to glass, but with-
out success. Even the phoiography of
such delicate objects presents difficul-
ties, but M. Desmaisons has surmounted
them. :

His description {s translated from a
quotation made by M. Brandicourt from
the author's own paper:

*The filaments of the webs are so deli-
cate that when placed on glass or paper
the eye perceives them only with difi-
culty; this {s also the case. even in
greater degree, on the ground glass of
a camera, because of the greater dis-
tance of the eye from the object. 1
proceed in the foliowing manner:
With the aid of an atomizer I cover
the spider's web to be photographed
with a light dew. Then rapidly a
black cloth is stretched or shaken be-
hind the web, which then stands out
clearly with its smallest details. The
exposure should be about one to two
minutes. [ have thus been able to ob-
tain good negatives and fine prints on
whir the web may be traced accur-
ate! often even | have succeeded,
by using some dexterity, In photo-
graphing the spider during her work."”

“GLORIOUS BRETON" DEAD.

Mother Jarrethout, Cantiniere, Served
a8 a Boldier—Army
Men Pay.

Paris.—"Mother Jarrethout, the Glo-

rious Breton,” {s dex1. Until Mine. Ho-
fer won the $200,000 prize in the prees
lottery, Mme. Jarrethout was the most
famous of the Cantluleres o the
French army. She was 53 years old
when the war with Germany broke out,
but enlisted as a cantiniere so as to
serve her husband and son. both pri-
vates in the Francs-Tireurs. She went
through the whole campaign, as cook,
as nurse and sometimes as a soldier,

For her brav-
ery Mme. Jarréthout was given the
cross of the Legion of Honor. She
died in poverty. But'a picket of sol-
diers followed the poor coffin to the
vrave Officers made speeches over her
dead body and her old comrades mus-
tered from all parts of France to say
a las: farewell.

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REAL THING IN AIRSHIP3.

Greek Invents Oan: Wlhich Can Run
Againgt Wind — Ilew Vusuel to
; Oppose Contrary Currents.

Loudoun.—A new airship, the inven-
tion of a Greek pamed .dartuakis,
which has been patentad in the Uuited
Kingdom and the British colouies. and
which bas obtained the {avorable opin-
jon of several British experts, |s to be
tried soon before representatives of
the war office.

One of the many difficulties connect-
ed with navigation of the air has bLeen
the tnability of airships to oppose con-
trary currents. Maranpikas considers
that he has surmounted this difficulty.
His vessgel is so constructed that a cur-
rent of air which otherwise would in-
terfere with the Jdesired course of the
rhip is broken ap, aetlected and caused
to puss alongside thereby mere or less
pul'titying the pressure of side currents.

The salient point of tue favention ‘s
the tractor, which is placed in the
front part of the airship, where it d

. the double duty of propulsion and

steering. It can be driven by any mo-
tive power, being composed of four
or mors arms equal to or longer than
bhalf the diameter of the airship.

The object of this arrangement {3 tQ
protect the front part of the ship from
the intluence of wind. HBlades of pro-
portionate size are placed 30 as ‘o 110ve
the airship forward whilst protecting
118 8lce from the wind. ' -

Atlached to the tractor {s a wind
gnard of ingenious chararter. The air-
ship is steered by the varying direc-
tion of the vertircal axis on which the
tractor is curved. The motor Is placed
al the rear. The airship has a long,

evlindrical-body.
