That eminent Aftronomer of Dintzick, Monfieur Heve-
fins, writesto hisCorrefpondent th Lowdon, as followeth :

What hathbeen done in the grinding of Optick glaffes
in your parts, and how thofe begionings, mention’d by
you formerly, do continue and fucceed, I very much covet
to hear. 'Tispowabove ten Years, fince I my felf invent-
ed a peculiar way of grinding fuch Glaffes, and reduced it
alfointo pra&tife 5 by which 'tis eafie, without any confider-
able danger of failing, to make and pollith Optick glaffes of
any Cozick Settion, and that {(which is moft notable) in any
difh of any SeGtionof a Sphere : which Invention I have as
yet difcovered to none, my purpofe being, for the Improve-
ment of Natural Knowledge, to defcribe the whole me-
thod thereof in my Celeffial Atachiney and to propofeit to
the Examination and Judgement of the Royal Societys not
doubring at all, but they will finde the way trueand pra-
&icable, my felf having already made feveral Glafles by it,
which many Learned Men have {een and tryed.

Monfieur Hugens, inquiring alfoin a Letter, newly writ-
ten by him toa Friend of his in England, of the fuccefs of
the attempts made by an Ingenious Exglifh Man for pertect-
ing fuch Glaffes, and urging the profecution of the famg,
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{o as to fhew by the Effe(ts the pratticablenefs of the Inven-
tion, mentions thereupon, That heintends very thortly to
try fomethingin that kinde, of the fuccefs whercof he de-
clares to have good hopes.

Monfieur dx Son, that excelledit Mechanician, dothalflo
at this very prefent employ himf{elf in Losdon, to bring Te-
lefeopes to perfefiiou, by grinding Glafles of a Parabolical
Figure, by the means whereof he hopesto enable the Cu-
rious to difcover more by a Tube of one Footlong, or
thereabout, furbifbed with Glaffes thus figured, then can
be done by any other Tubes of very many times more that
length : The ficcefs hereof will (its thought) fhortly ap.

pear.
