CHANGES UNITED STATES MAP

Seeretary of Intertor Will Insue New
Charts Skowing Proper Disposi-

, tion of Louisiana Cession.
A

" 1 Certain official maps 0f the govern-

‘ment are, by the authority of the gov-
ernment, declared to be incorrect, and
as now printed perpetuate a mistake
which is being taught in many of the
schools of this country. The map in
question is declared faulty in that it
shows the Louisiana cession to extend
beyond the Rocky mountains and to
inelude what are now known as Wash-
ington, Oregon and parts of Montanas,
#dabho and Wyoming. The commis-
sioner of the general land office, Binger
Herrman, after an exhaustive examina-
tion of authorities, has recommendeq
-that the new maps make the Louisiana
cession end at the Rocky mountains,
and his suggestion has been adopted
by the secretary of the interior, Mr.
Bliss.

The commissioner has published an
official report -upon the subject, con-
taining' maps and illustrations. The
country beyond the Rockies will on
the new maps be shown to have been
acquired by discovery in 1792, by ex-
ploration in 1805, by the Astoria set-
‘tlemment in 1811, and by the Florida
treaty in 1819. Authorities are cited
te uphold tbis view, and the erroneous
statements are given upon which pop-
‘ular misconception is based. The facts
;of history as given by Jefferson, Mar-
‘boisxlireenhow and cthers are quoted
in opposition to the present idea. A
review of anmexations by the United
States is included in the report, and
.the benefits arising from such acqmcx-
tions are pointed outy

The report says: |- .

“The grand total of 1he sum‘s paid
for our foreign acquisitions amounts
to $52,200,000, 8 sum less than the value
.of one year’s output of Montana’s min-
erals, of Minnesota's arnual wheat
yield, or of the cattle and hay product
of California for one year.’ :

A new map of Alaska, showing re-
ported gold discoveries and other min-
eral deposits, land offices, new routes
to the interior, ete.,, is also incor-
porated.

TOBACCO IN CANADA, .

Great Factor in That
Country.

. The fact that Canada this“year is
grotving almost enough tobacco to
supply its own needs and that Canadian
manufacturers, Montrealers among the
‘number, are using the home-grown
‘product in large quantities, will come
&8 a great surprise to many. In the
‘year 1895 there was grown in Canada
, ot more than 4,000,000 pounds of to-
‘bacco, over 90 per cent. of which was
grown in Quebec province. In the fol-
lowing years the product was about the
‘same, Quebec growing less and Ontario
iconsiderably more than formerly, says
the New York Post.:

- This year a careful estimate leads to
the conclusion that, if no accident over-
takes the crop, not less than 10,000,000
‘pounds of the weed will be grown in
'these two provinces, about four-fifths
.of which will come from the two most
.southerly counties of Ontario, Essex
‘and Kent. In Essex county alone fully
'6,000 acres are this year under tobacco
lcultivation. This impetus in the
'growth of tobacco has been caused by
‘the readjustment. of the duties by the
Laurier government, the duties now
standing: Canadian, 5 cents; Ameri-
can, 35 cents. The total manufacture
10f tobacco in Canada, exclusive of ci-
gars and cigarettes, consumes about
14,000,000 pounds of raw leaf, and to
supply this demand about 12,000,000
‘pounds of American tobacco has been
imported annually. If the estimate of
10.000,000 pounds for this year’s Can-
adian crop proves correct it will be seen
‘that there will not be much required

A WATERSPOUT.

Citizens of Galvestoﬁ En'j'ojri Beau-
tiful Sight.

Mighty Column of Water from the
Gulf Springs Up to Mcet the Whirl~
ing Mass of Clouds Reach-
ing Downward.

‘A waterspout was seen in the gulf
the other morning, says the Galveston
(Tex.) Tribune. The sight.wasa beau-
tiful one and was watched with inter-
est until the center of the huge vol-
ume reached a point over the gulf, ap-
parently about three or four miiesout
at sea. Then came what made the
watchers open their eyes in wonder.
Suddenly the black ominous clouds
seemed to drop, and from them came
downward a massive point, as if'a
heavy shaftoflightning had struck the
heavy folds and forced a portion earth-
ward. This was almost immediately
withdrawn and in its place appeared
a big round column of water, emanat-
ing directly from the clouds, with a
ragged, serrated tip that moved up
and down with the rapidity and ap-
pearance of the shuttle of a huge sew-
ing machine. Euach downward move
brought it nearer the waters of the
gulf, until finally, at 5:55 o'clock sharp,
a big volume of water rose from the
earthly reservoir and made connection
with the extended tentacle of the vis-
itor from the clouds.

The waterspout had been created.
From a distance it appeared perfectly
round apd about two feet in diameter,
probably being. in actual size, from
ten to fifteen feet across. For an in-
stant it seemed stationary, and the
only movement that could be discerned
was the running up and down the col-
umn of the volumes of water that
were passing between heaven and the
sea. Then, as if impelled onward by
a great power, the columin began its
race over the gulf. On the outer cir-
cumference the water whirléd with
the rapidity of lichtning. while in the
center, which could plainly be seen
with the pair of field glasses the watch-
er held, was a streak of silver, stand-
ing out in bold relief and acting as
a newly brighteped aluminum wire,
skaken from eitber end with a gyra-
tory motion. This was the middle of
the spout and the connecting link of
straining water which held about it
the hearvier revolving masses. It was
a ‘sublime spectacle.

CUTTING OUT SWISS.

zerland’s export was equal to that of
the United States, but in 1897 the lat-
ter gained. Mr. Frankenthalsays that
the reason was either that there was

greater push on the part of the Amer-

icans or there was a considerable re-
duction in the prices. The reason is
notable either way, as showing Amer-
ican ability in a field in which a few
years ago the Swiss enjoyed preemi-
pence over other nations.

Mr. Frankenthal admits, however,
that while the United States takes the
lead in the export of parts of watches
and other materials, Switzerlandis far
ahead in the export of complete
wateches. .

The Swiss counsul-general, Ritter,
notes that the two Japanese factories,
ope at Osaka, which imports 1ove-
ments and rough cases from the United
States, and anotlier at Tokio, which is
superintended by Japanese who
learncd their trade in Switzerland and
prdposes to import parts of watches,
are not likely to give competition.

SUN’S RAYS USED FOR FUEL.

Boqton Scientist Huas Devised =
Scheme to Operate an En-
gine Therevwith, .

“That long cherished dream of scien-
tists of utilizing the sun’s rays as fuel
to make steam and thus revolutionize
the industries is being worked out
near Brooklyp, N. ¥, by a Boston
.cientist. Passengers on the cars of
the Boston & Albany railrcad are at-
rracted by the sight of a peculiar iron
‘ramework surrounded by "mirrors.
I'his is a part of the first solar engine
~ver built.

For some time a number of Boston
capitalists have been working on this
machine, aud recently the completed
solar engine, crude though it is, was
given a successful test.

The runring of engines without fuel,
by the direct use of the sun’s rays, has
occupied the attention of scientific
men in all ages of experiment. That it
bas been brought to a success the Bos-
ton men interested in the present ma-
chine believe, and from the results of
the tests it may be said that the di-
rect use of solar power seeins only to
be a question of commercialism. It
remains to be determined that the
Boston device is the best or most prac-
ticable of its kind.

Immediately following this a lot of
flowers were crushed in an iron kettle,
and from the petals the fortune of
the bride was told by Sarah Reque,
47 years old, the chief fortune teller
of the bund. During the afternoon
and evening the camp became riotous
with rejoicing, and liquor played a
prominent part.

Several years ago the bride, when a
child, was kidnaped by another tribe
of gypsies and carried west., Warton,
who had been betrotbed to her at the
time of her birth, according to the
custom of the people, searched through
the various tribes of the west for years
in quest of the girl. A few months
ago he found her, kidnaped her in
turn, and brought her home. Hence
the unusual rejoicing at 1the gypsy
camp.

LAW IS INCOMPLETE.

'ﬂ'ew Regulations for the Indian 'l‘n-
ritory Will Be Form-
ulated.

The interior department is experi-
encing some difliculty in carrying out
the provisions of the Curtis act, revis-
ing the laws of Yndian territory. It
provides among other things that all
annuitics, royalties, ete., shall'be paid
the residents-of the territory by the
secretary of the interior, but does nat.
inake appropriation to defray ex-
penses incurred in this work. This
and otlier provisions of the bill, it is

said, undoubtedly will be amended by
congress, The secretary of the in-
tecior, who now holds practically the
position of governor of the territory,
will soon mulke public regulations car-
rying into  effect the Curtis det.

Superintendent Wright, who has been
sent to the territory to investigante
conditions there, will make areportto
the secretary und the information se-
cured in this way may be used in for-
mulating the regulations.
