SEVILLE HOUSES MAY FALL

Authorities Require 4,000 Inmates to
Vacate and They Ars Homeless—
Coilapss of Schooi Bulidings.

Madrid.—An inquiry provoked by
the recent collapse of a school butld-
Ing at Seville has revealed the fact
that there ia imminent danger of 411
houses in that city tumbling down ia
Nke maopner. They have been vacat
ed, with the result that some [four
thouaand people are homeless.

The collapse of the schoolhouse,
which cost the lives of a master, an
old woman and several youngsters,
aroused great publlc feeling and
prompted the civil governor to order
an officlal investigation by the mu-
nicipal architects.

Their report shows that 411 houses
are in such a dilapidated condition as
to be abaolutely dangerous to the in-

“habltants. - el

When the tenants were served with
a notice to move at once, very few
could comply with the order, being
unable to find other lodgings at any-

Fthingtthe the-same -rent.-—They _ac-

cordingly stopped where they were un.
tiil the police expelled them, putting
four thousand people into the streets.
The majority of those thus evicted
found sheiter in the houses of rela-

- tives, friends and peighbors. o
Another problem which then faced

the authorities was what to do with
the furniture and goods of these. The
alcalde eventually settled the matter
by ordering all the furniture to be de-
posited in the Plaza de Toros. So the
bull ring 18 now packed with ward-
robes, tablea, desks, chalrs and g0 on.
Every famlly has its separate allot-
ment, and theq whole is guarded by the
police.

-and when he reports to his employers
In the morning he seems as fresh as
any of the other workmen who had
hours of sound sleep. Those who
work with the sleepless man assert
that he keeps constantly bnsy and ex-
hibits not the slightest aymptoms of
drowsiness. The only complaint that
Herpln has made because of his con-
dition 18 that he becomes lonely fre-
quently at night when he has nothing
to keep him busy.

Herpin loat his ability to sleep aft-
er the death of his wife, 30 years ago.
He was then 30 years old. He con-
sulted physicians, who satudied his
strange condition, but who were un-
able to help him. From time to time
he has been secretly watched at night.
The medical men who uandertook this
task are convinced the man has not
-.slept a moment aince first attacked by
the -strange malady from which he is
believed to be suffering.

French Physiclan

Discovars New

Method Which May Revolu. . ]

L7 tlonize Treatmant.

Paris.—A remarkable new treatment
of diphtheria has just been communli-
cated by the dlstinguished physician,
Robert Rendu, to the Lyons Medical
association.

In the course of his experiments
with the bacill of this disease Dr.
Rendu found that they were extreme-
Iy sensitive to heat, and he was able
to kill them In fifteen minutes at a

" temperature of 50 degrees centigrade

(122 degrees Fahrenhelt) or in one
minute at 80 degrees (176 degrees
Fahrenheit).

To apply such heat to the mucous
membrane In the throat in which
diphtheria microbes congregate the
Inhalation of hot air seemed a possf.
ble method, and in experiments with
himself the investigator found to his
own surprise that he was able with-
out any difficulty to inhale air at 100
degrees or the bolling point (212 de-
greea Fahrenhelt) for two minutes at
a time.

Cases In which this treatment has
already been tried on diphtheritic pa-
tlents are stated to be completely suc-
cessful, but some doubts exist as to
the hot alr or to the serums, applied
at the same time.

Dragon Not China’'s Embiem.
As shown. in itsa prompt repudiation
by the repubtlic of China, the dragon
was not the emblem of China; it was
the emblem of the late impertal fam-
fly of Manchus. This Oriental dragon
is one of the powers of the air, al-
though wingless; onse of the forces of
‘nature which the Taolst religion baa
defled. The dragon kings dwell part-.
ly in water and partly on land; their
shrines are for that reason erected on
river banks. The germ of the dragon
fdea in the primitive races inheres in
some persistent memory of the great-
er lizarda, such as the crocodile of
the warmer- waters. Thbhe Chinese
dragon beipg without wings 1s accord-
ingly closer to type than is the winged
dragon of the mythology of our more
remote and northern race.
