How Creatures from the Wilds of Aftica
Are Transported..

Most “animals are so—~admirably '
‘eqiipped for transporting themselves |
on long journeys, whetherby land, air |
or water, that they have thegreatest |
possible dislike to any artificial mode
of conveyance, however carefully de-
signed to meet their convenience.
Collectors of rare animals in distant
and savage countries find this ques-
tion of transport a much more se-
rious -difficulty than either the cap-
ture or the feeding of the beasts when
canght. If possible, they are so far
{amed before the return expedition {
as to make it possible for them to ac- |
company their captors, making use of
their own legs as far as rail or ship.

The giraffe, recently on its way to,-
England as a present to the queen
from the Bechuana chief, Bathoens, !
was conducted on a somewhat novel |
combination of freedomandrestraint. |
Tt walked throughout the day’smarch, |
but its head was tied by a long halter
to a wagon. The peculiarity of thisl
arrangement was that the rope was '
not fixed to ‘the wagon back, but to
the top of the strong tilt which cov-
ered the cart, and this tilt-top also
cerved the giraffe as a table, on which
its daily supper was laid, at a con-
venient distance of some 13 feet from.
the ground. - .

In South Africa, where the Boer
hunters expect to make some profit
from live animals as well as from
meat and hides, zebras are always
tamed before being dispatched from
‘the interior, and a number of these,.
with young antelopes of various spe-
cies, may often be seen half-domesti~
cated round the hunter’s temperary
camp. But there isaregular tradein
certain classes of wild animals which
“could never be permitted any degree

of liberty, owing to their temper or
unmanageable dimensions. "These
are transported from immense dis-
tances before any “civilized” means
of transport is available. '
My Hagenbeck, of Hamburg, in-

formed. the writer that he once
hrought, among other creatures, 50
lions and leopards,. besides rhino-!
ceroses, from the neighborhood of the
Atbara, or Dlack Nile, to the Red sea
coast, without losing oncanimal. The
regions traversed were partly fer-
tile and populated, but partly broken
by strips of desert. The difficulty of
transport was more. apparent than
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the leopards and hyenas, were car-
ried in -cages.made of hard native
wood, with bars on one side only, ex-
actly like cages in which bird-catch-
ers carry linnets. These were slung
on the backs of eamels, with a thick
pad between the back of the cage
and the camel’s flank. The only. se-
rious difficulty encountered was in
the transport of the rhinoccroses.
Though young, they were very bulky,
heavy, and absolutely unmanageable.
They were also very valuable, and it
was decided to spare no pains to bring
thém safely to-the coast. Aftersome
experiments it was found possible to
put each of the rhinoceroses in aj
kind of litter, slung on poles. These
were laid across the backs of a pair of
the strongest camels procurable,
“dray-horses of the desert,” of which
ceveral were taken with the Khafila,
and scrved by relays in the capacity
of - “rickshaw” bearers to- the black
rhinoceros calves.—London Specta-

.OUR IDEA OF TAXATION.

Theory Upon' Which Revenue Is Obtained
in the United States.

The general idea which constitutes
the basis of the system of state or
local tasxation mainly recognized in
the United States (though mot in
other countries), and generally known
and designated as “the general prop-
erty tax,” is founded on the assump-
tion that, in order to tax equitably, it
isnecessarytotaxeverything, the term
everything being at the same time
used in & sense so indefinite as to em-
brace not merely things in the nature
of physical actualities other than per-
sons, but also persons, incomes, rights,
representatives of property, titles,
trusts, conclusions of law, debts, and
in ghort any act of assessing capable
of resulting in the obtairing of reve-
nue. As a logical consequence of this
jdea, the exemption of anything from
taxation is furthermore held to:be
not only impolitie, but unjust, and if
made necessary by circumstances, as
something to be regretted.—Hon.
