Mounted Herdnmen cf the Andalusian
"Plains are Fine Looking Fellows,
L, - and 8kilitul Horsemen.

"The perfection of Spanish horse-
.manship is to be seen among the
vaqueros, ganaderos or garrochistas,
by xhich various names the mounted
herdsmen of the Andalusian plains are
knowp—in brief, what we should call
4 cowboy. Every farm aeems o
‘maintain a larg number of these, for
‘each berd, flock or drove has its ewn
herdsman, goatheard, or swineherd, as
the case may be. The vaqueros are a
'ﬁne-looking lot of men. Tall, thin,
'light and loosely made, they jook ideal
‘horsemen--as, in point of fact, they
are, though their mounts are poor.

The vaquero rides very high on a
huge saddle, with a long stirrup and
stralght leg, using a single rein and
& very heavy curb; but be has such
beautiful bhands that, although using
this barbarous bit, he never cuts his
borse’s mouth about. It {s different
with the animal's sides, bowever, for
‘he uses his gpurs without mercy, and
the white horses—of which there are
a large number—all have ominous red
dtains behind the girths.

All the herdsmen who look after
cattle carry a long lance, called a gar-
rocha, of thjck and heavy wood,
which, except when standing still,
they always cury “in rest”’ and not .
“at the carry,” presumably on account
of ita gremt length a.nd possibly its
weight. With this wespon in the
use of which he acquires amazing dex-
terity, the garrochista is able to con-
trol the most unruly brutes. in his
herd, not excepting the savage ﬂxht

Few persons are aware that the
shortest route from San Francisco to
Japan {s by way of Alaskn. Nearly a
thousand miles are saved to vessels
trading wilh the Orient by coasting
along the Aleutian lslands, rather than
following the Hawallan route.

The Aleutian lslands, which extend
in a chain east and west for more
than a thousand miles, are inhabited
by the remnant of the Aleuts. Their
war of the revolution closed just as
the American Revolutionary war be-
gan. So patriotic were the Aleuts, so

- brave in thelr struggle for indepen-

dence, that they succumbed to the
Russians only after a conflict of near-
ly fifty years, and then simply be-
cause the race was almost extermin-
ated in the struggle. While the Aleu:.
tian lslands must eventually form am
important link in the commerce be-
tween the UnRed States and the
Orient, other islands link our country
with the vast empire to the porth. In
the narrow Behring Straits He two lit-
tle islands, one occupied by Russia;
the other by the United States, so
that citizens of the two great nations
live on respective islands wuhtn a
few mllel of each other. :
