Bteam automobiles will be put {n op-
eration by the Adams Express company
in the near future to supplent the work
mow being done by horses and wagonas.
Arthur Herschmann, an expert engi-
neer, has been experimenting in the
interests of the express company for
the past two years on various kinds
and styles of self-propelling wagons
and now thinks he has hit upon a prac-
tical truck capable of doing the heavi-
est kind of work.

One wagon has been constructed and
two more are being built on lines sug-
gested by Mr. Herschmann. One of
these wagons was brought to Chicago
and tried on several of the West side

_ streets. Thia wagon has been run on

the streets of New York, Brooklyn,
Jersey City and Cincinnati. While the

Tesent wagon is not as perfect as Mr.
Eerechmann hopes to have it, It proved
seccessful in every city but Chicage.
The streets on which the wagon was
tried Wednesday were toc much for it,
and Mr. Herschmann was much disap-
pointed in his Chicago experience,

Mr. Herschmann says that steam is
at present the only motive power
capable of successfully operating heavy
trucks designed to carry from two to
three tons. The wagon the company
is now experimenting with has a speed
capacity of six miles an hour, and
oosts between $2,000 and $3,000.

The actors presenting the
shepherds gave a series of monologues
on the hard life of the married man,
the everlasting taxes and the peren-
nial sheep thief.

The miracle play begins by the
shepherds lying down to slumber and
being awakened by angel’s song. They
were sent.to the manger in a corner
of the stage, where they find the in-
fant Christ, adore Him and were
thanked by the Virgin Mary as they
left their gifts. The transition from
comedy to the close approach to a
passion play struck the audience as
almost sacrilegious, but every effort

CURIOUS DOCUMENT FOUND.

Author of *“Home Sweet Jlome™ Aot~
ed as Land Agent While
ia Europe.

V.

The University of Chicago recelved'
the other day a curious old documeat:
which is a relic of the carly history
of Tenpessee, P, B, Mayfield, a lawyer
in Cleveland, Tenn., was asked recently
10 look over some old papers of Thomaa
H. Calloway, of that place, and in hiw
search found & document signed by
Calloway and John Howard Payne, the
writer of “Hoine, Sweet Home.” The
paper was sigued in 1842, and the wit-
ness was Samuel Colt, the inventor of,
the famous Colt’s revolver.

The document shows that Payne,
who was at that time American consul
to Tuuis, was to receive one-fifth of
the profits made off a certain parcel
of land which he was to sell in Eng-
land, Germany and other European
countries. The land was the Ocee land
district, which was ceded to the United
States by the Cherckee Indians in 1835,
and in turn given to the state of Ten-
nessee by the government.  The state
of Tennessee gave out the land {n*
grants, and Calloway reccived the
major portion of it for services ren-
dere<d, In the same document Payne
was also given power of mtorney on
142,500 acres of the land,

The university authorities will place
the document in the museum.

All these cadets are graduates of one
of the three training ships estublishe®
by the government to educate boys fi
the Americen merchant marine serv-
jce—the St. Mary’s, stationed at Newn'
York city; the Enterprise, at Boston,
or the Saratoga, at Philadelphia. I'hd
places which the cadets hold on the
ccean steamers were created for theml
by the postal #ubsidy bill passed a few
years ago. This requires all vesmels
which are subsidized by the United
Ftates government for carrWng the
matls to be oMeered Hhy Americans, an B

. to carry 8 cadet for ecach 1,000 tons
‘burden. Among the subsidized com
panics included under this are the
American, Clyde, Ward and Pavifie
Madl lines. Although some of the boys
who are graduated e¢ach year from the
training ships enter the army tranas
port service- ag quartermasters, whily
a few others join sailing vessels !cl'
long cruises, wishing to become regs
ular deep sea sailors, a large propor~
tion of those who leave the senior class
cach year take service as cadets om
some of the subsidized veasels.

As 8 class, says the New York Trib.
une, the graduates from the school
shipe are very desiralile assistants te
the various lines. They are never leas
than 16 yeurs old, and they range from
that up to 22, for they must be betweem
the ages of 16 and 20 when they begim
the two years’ course on the training
ship. This course, during which they
have studied all the common school
branches, as well as special nautieal
subjects, and have made two summes
cruises with practical work, has fitted

- them well for the profession they ime 2
tend to enter. ) g

With few exceptions, they are com~
petent navigators when they leave the. -
‘schoolslip and enter upon their cadeg
duties. They have n thorough unders
rtanding of dead reckoning and how
1o find the latitude and longitude by
the sun, moon, planets and stars. Be-
sidea this, they have been taughs the
duties of seamen. and have learncd how
to manage a sailing veasel, to steer, to
heave the lead. 1o handle boats botd
under oars and sails, she “rule of the
road.” and all the other minor duties
of a thoroughgoing sailor. The clasa
which was graduated from the 81
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men, all but four of whom immediately .
took places on vessels. On their losg x|
“summer’'s eruise the members of thié
clase navigated the ship almost all thé 7|
time, having been provided with sex« !
tants and the other necessary !nnnh
ments by the commander.

Upon assuming duty as a8 cadet. the
young man engages to do whatever
i» required of him—to take the lee
wheel, carry messages for the cup-
tain, look after_the embarking or dim-
embarking of puassengers or freight, .
and any other of the many duties om
shipboard. He may not have as much
practice in actual navigation as he
would like, but he will have oppor .
tupity to keep up his studies on that o
subject .and to learn much from obe- o
servation, so that when his two yveara®
gervice as a cadet is ended he ought te
be and usually is able to pass his ex-
amination qualifying him for the mew ' |
position of mate. o s
