The Blockade of Acapulce Raised.

By the Pacific mail ateamer ¢’olnmiue, which
arrived at Panama on the lch, the followiog
interesting intelligenco hias been received:

The blockadirg sgaadron had departed, and
Bante Anna had withdrawn Lis ariny (hnmhu
ing 5,000 into the interior, acven days previous
1o our arrival in Acapuleo.
