In the
course of the evening—the medium being en-
tranced—the heart-rending scena was graph-
fcally represented; the gemeral comslerna-
tiop, the wild tumuit, and the frantic prayers
o God for deliverance, excited intense aud
solemn emotion In alt who were present.

Bince the utterance of the original prophe-
ey reapecting the loas of the Pacifle, the wri-
ter bus bad at leust n dozen interviews with
the spirits through Mrs. Porter. Qo all occh-
sions they have maintained a general consist-
ency, no important discrepancy thus far
appears in their statements. ¢ under-
signed anticipated the publication of these
fucts, many additional particulars might have
been preserved; but they were not noted at
the time they transpired, and I can not readi-
ly recall thero, at this late day, with sufficient
clearness tu warrant a more circumsiantial
description.
