OFFICIAL PAPER OF THE STATE

TCHARTRAIN RAILROAD.

Itis intimated that the management of the
Ponichiarteain Railroad is abous to be entrusted
to new partienr, and we are 10ld that some
sweeping reforme are contemplated, by which
the interests of the stockholders snd the conve~
uience of the public will be materiatty promot-
&d. We shwll rejoice to wiluesns any improves
utenis in this matler, 84 ol t any change in
the precent regime must be for the beiter. One
of the earliext reforme to be carried into effect
should be 8 reduction in the ratesof conveyance,
which arewmow exhorbitant. The price of &
trip 1o Manderville, some 30 miles from thegnty,
is tifiy cents, for which amount a dehghiful voy-
age and an excellent and toothsome repast can
be secured, while in order to reach the boat, by
meams of & railrond extending some four miles,
and having miserable and comforiless cars and
a very elow locomotive, 25 cents are exacied.
In this Carrollton railroad which is 6 miles in
lengeth and is in every respect better provided
with cars, passengers are traneporied for 15
eents ; and by the way we may mention, shat
at this moderate rate, the travel on the road has
been wo vasily augmegted that it is sometimes
hardly possible 0 accommodate parties. We
thould say that one dime is muite a sufficient
compensation for a ride to the Lake on the
Poicharirain Road, and we tope that the price
will be reduced 1o that sum. The directors
wiil s} eedily disoswer that they, as well as the
public, will be the gainers by the change.
