A Conmeotiont lln Invents a lnuﬂo

Which Will Do Away with the
Conal Frightful Lacerations.

Dr Robert M. Mullings, of Worwulk.
Conn., bas {nvented what be believes
to be the moat humane bullet yet of-
fered for use in civiliced warfare. He
asperts it will do away with the fright-
ful lacerations about which so much
bas been written aince the United
States engaged in wear with 8pain.

This opening, be
maintains, will prevent the exploxion
of projectile air after the bullet has
entered the body, and atso will prevent
t t“ng* alr into the wound.
