(U//FOUO) Health: Detainee is in good health.

(S/NF) JTF-GTMO Assessment:

a. (S) Recommendation: JTF-GTMO recommends this detainee for Continued Detention
Under DoD Control (CD). JTF-GTMO previously assessed detainee for Continued
Detention Under DoD Control (CD) on.9 December 2005.

b. (S//NF) Executive Summary: Detainee is assessed to be a member of al-Qaida.
Detainee traveled to Afghanistan (AF) in mid-2001 to engage in jihad and received militant
training at an al-Qaida supported training camp. Detainee participated in hostilities against
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US and coalition forces on the front lines of Kabul and Tora Bora, AF. Detainee associated
with established extremist support networks and known Taliban and al-Qaida members.
JTF-GTMO determined this detainee to be:

o A HIGH risk, as he is likely to pose atlveat to the US, its interests and allies.
o A HIGH threat from a detention perspective.
o Of MEDIUM intelligence value.

c. (S/NF) Summary of Changes: The following outlines changes to detainee's
assessment since the last JTF-GTMO recommendation. (Changes in this assessment will be
annotated by ) next to the footnote.)

o (S/A{F) The following items were added to this recommendation:
o (S/ATF) Additional details clarify detainee's participation in hostilities in the Tora
Bora region.
o (S/AIF) Detainee's presence at a guesthouse in Afghanistan.
o (S/AIF) Detainee made threatening statements to other JTF-GTMO detainees due
to their cooperation with interrogators.

o (S/A[F) Detainee's intelligence value was increased from LOW to MEDIUM.

4. (S/NF) Detainee's Account of Events:

The following section is based, unless otherwise indicated, on detainee's own account.
These statements are included without consideration of veracity, accuracy, or reliability.

a. (S/NF) Prior History: In May 200I, detainee graduated from al-Madrasa Thanouia
Tijaria, "The Commercial High School".'

b. (S//NF) Recruitment and Travel: ln early summer 2001, detainee answered fatwas
from Shaykhs al-Uqla and Bin Jibreen to defend the Taliban.' Detainee intended to fight
against the Northem Alliance (Nn), but denied his trip to Afghanistan had anything to do
with Usama Bin Laden (UBL).3 In early August 200I, Hamoud al-Nafiaia approached

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detainee and offered to facilitate detainee's trip to Afghanistan. Al-Nafiai provided detainee
with contact information for assistance in Pakistan and made the necessary travel
arrangements to Kandahar, AF, via Karachi and Quetta, Pakistan (PK).t

c. (S//NF) Training and Activities: After spending three days in Kandahar, detainee
traveled to Kabul. After receiving one month of light arms training at an unidentified
location in Kabul, detainee traveled to Bagram, AF, and joined Qari Bilal's command, a
Taliban unit located at Markez Amr, AF.o Detainee then received additional training by two
Afghan soldiers, Habeeb Alluh and Abdullah Khan (I.IFI).t This training consisted of the
Kalashnikov, the PK machine gun, and rocket-propelled grenade (RPG) launchers. In early
November 200I, Bilal instructed all fighters to withdraw to Jalalabad, AF. Upon arrival in
Jalalabad, detainee discovered many of the fighters had retreated to Tora Bora. Detainee
then traveled to Tora Bora and joined a group of fighters under the command of Alam Khan.8

5. (S//NF) Capture Information:

a. (S/ {F) It is assessed that detainee fled Afghanistan with a group of al-Qaida and
Taliban fighters led by UBl-appointed military commander in Tora Bora, Ali Muhammad
Abdul Aziz al-Fakhri aka (Ibn al-Shaykh al-Libi), ISN US9LY-000212DP (LY-212). The
group crossed the Afghani-Pakistani border in the Nangarhar, AF, region in mid-December
200I. The group felt safe in the hands of their Pakistani host who convinced them to
surrender their weapons. The host then gathered the group in a mosque where Pakistani
forces immediately arrested them. During the transit to prison, one of the prisoners attacked
a guard leading to e struggle in which six Pakistani guards were killed and some of the
prisoners escaped.' Pakistani officials transferred detainee from Kohat, PK, to the Kandahar
Detention Facility where detainee was placed in US custody on approximately 1 January
2002.10

d. (S/NF) Reasons for Transfer to JTF-GTMO: To provide information on the
following:

o Location of unidentified training camp between Kabul and Bagram
o Methods of training and weapons systems utilized for training

6. (S/NF) Evaluation of Detainee's Account: Detainee is currently refusing to answer
intelligence questions. Detainee's acknowledged timeline includes several corroborated details,
but he refuses to address issues in depth and does not discuss his associates or timeline gaps. As
such, detainee demonstrates continued support to the fighters in Afghanistan, his associated
detainees, and the al-Qaida network.

7. (S//NF) Detainee Threat:

^. (S) Assessment: Detainee is assessed to be a HIGH risk, as he is likely to pose atfueat
to the US, its interests and allies.

b. (S/NF) Reasons for Continued Detention: Detainee is assessed to be a member of al-

Qaida. Detainee accepted fatwas to participate in jihad and traveled to Afghanistan to defend
the Taliban. Detainee received training at the al-Qaida sponsored al-Faruq Training Camp
and occupied battle positions of the 55'n Arab Brigade. Detainee participated in hostilities
against the US and coalition forces and occupied al-Qaida-affiliated facilities. Detainee has
exhibited threatenine behavior durine detention.

o (S/A{F) Detainee is assessed to be a member of al-Qaida who attended training and
resided at al-Qaida affiliated guesthouses.

o (S/A{F) Detainee traveled to Afghanistan and received militant training to defend
Taliban forces. Detainee admitted training at the Moasqr Qari Bilal Training Camp.

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Detainee received training on Kalashnikov rifles, PK machine guns, and rocket-
propelled grenade (RPG) launchers.'' (Analyst Note: Maosqr Qari Bilal is assessed
to be Markez Bilal aka (the Bilal Center), a unit of LIBL's former 55'n Arab Brigade.)
o (S/AIF) It is assessed detainee also attended training at the al-Qaida-sponsored al-
Faruq Training Camp located near Kabul.'' (Analyst Note: Al-Faruq is assessed to
be the Mes Ainak Training Camp. Mes Ainak provided several levels of training to
include light and heavy weapons, urban warfare, and anti-aircraft weapons.14)

. (S/A{F) Richard Dean Belmar, ISN US9I-IK-000817.DP (UK-817,
Transferred), identified detainee as a trainee at al-Faruq. '' (Analyst Note: UK-
817 acknowledged training at al-Faruq during the period of July through
September 200I,providing the time frame for detainee's training at the camp.)r6
. (S/AIF) Fahd Salih Sulayman al-Jutayli, ISN US9SA-000177DP (SA-177,
Transferred), identified detainee as Julaybib. SA-177 stated detainee was part of
a group of individuals sent to al-Faruq Training Camp. SA-i77 reported Yemeni
national Hamza al-Muhajir operated the camp. The group received two weeks of
training on the Kalashnikov, PK machine gun, and Makarov pistol before
assignment on the Bagram front lines."

0 Analyst Note: The normal basic training program at al-Faruq lasted six to
eight weeks. Detainee's acknowledged training on the front lines may have
been due to incomplete training received during this reported two weeks at al-
Faruq. Hamza al-Muhajir is assessed to be Abdul Rahman al-Muhajir aka
(Abu Abd al-Rahman al-Muhajir) an al-Qaida operative and explosives
expert. Al-Muhajir was indicted in the US for the 1998 US Embassies
bombings in East Africa. Al-Muhajir is now deceased.rs

' (S/A{F) Yasin Muhammad Salih Mazeeb Basardah, ISN US9YM-000252DP
(YM-252), stated^detainee completed training at al-Faruq before proceeding to
Bagram to fight.''

o (S/AIF) Detainee admitted accepting recruitment in support of the Taliban's fight
againstlhe NA. Detainee's recruitment was influenced by fatwas from radical Saudi
clerics.''
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. (S/A{F) Al-Nafiai, a known al-Qaida recruiter, facilitated detainee's travel to
Afghanistan for jihad training.22 Al-Nafiai also facilitated the travel of other
JTF-GTMO detainees."
. (S/AVf; Detainee answered the fatwa issued by Shaykh Hamud Bin Uqla al-
Shuaibi instructing young Muslims to travel to Afghanistan to participate in
jihad.24
. (S/Atq Detainee also answered the fat'wa delivered by Shaykh Abdallah Bin
Abdul Rahman Bin Jibreen calling for all young Muslims to obtain combat
training.25

o (S/A{F) Detainee occupied al-Qaida-affiliated facilities in Afghanistan.
. (S/A{F) Detainee admitted he stayed at an unidentified guesthouse for three
days in Kandahar before traveling to a trainin g camp.26
. (S/AIF) SA-177 and Julaybib (a variant of detainee's alias) stayed at a
Kandahar guesthouse for a few days.z1 (Analyst Note: This is assessed to be the
al-Qaida Hajji Habbash Guesthouse. The guesthouse was used primarily by new
Arab recruits awaiting training at the al-Faruq Training Cu-p.")
. (S/A{F) Fahd Umar Abd Al Majid Al Umarius Al Sharif, US9SA-000215DP
(SA-215), met detainee in an unidentified guesthouse.'n Zaynal-Abidin
Muhammad Husayn aka (Abu Zubaydah), ISN US9GZ-U0016 (GZ-10016),
identified SA-215 as an al-Qaida member in Kandahar, and thought SA-215
stayed at the Abu Zubayr al-Haili Guesthouse before SA-215 traveled to Tora
Bora.3o
. (S//Xlf; A variant of detainee's name and alias, Mohammad Abdul Rahman
al-Qershi aka (Julaybib al-Hejazi), was found in a document listing 324 Arabic
names, aliases, and nationalities, recovered from raids on suspected al-Qaida safe

to support al-Qaida and fight against the US and the coalition. Bin Jibreen was one of the first to use the Internet

(Analyst Note: This list is indicative of an individual's residence within al-Qaida,
Taliban, and other extremist guesthouses, often for the purpose of training or
coordination prior to travel to the front lines or abroad. Trust accounts were
storage compartments such as envelopes or folders that guesthouse administrators
used to secure the individual's personal valuables, such as passports and plane
tickets. These items were entrusted to the guesthouse until completion of training
or other activity.)

o (S/A{F) Detainee participated in hostilities against US and coalition forces on the
front lines as a member of Usama Bin Laden's (UBL's) 55'n Arab Brigade, and also in
the Tora Bora Mountains of Afghanistan.

o (S/AfF) Detainee identified Qari Bilal as his commander on the Bagram front
lines, located near Kabul.3a Detainee admitted to remaining o_r the front lines for
approximately three to four months until the bombing began." (Analyst Note: Qari
Bilal was a commander with the 55th Arab Brigade.36 The bombing is a reference to
the start of Operation Enduring Freedom. The 55tn Arab Brigade was UBL's primary
battle formation supporting Taliban objectives. UBL was thought to participate
closely in the command and control of the brigade.)
o (S/AIF) SA-215 stated an Arab with a variant of detainee's alias, Julaybib al-
Taifi, fought with him in the trenches of Bagram.^ Additionally, SA-215 possessed
detainee's home phone at the time of his capture.''
o (S/AfF) Detainee participated in hostilities in Tora Bora while serving under
Alam Khan.38 (Analyst Note: Alam Khan was one of Maulawi Kabir's lieutenants.
Maulawi Kabir was the Governor of Jalalabad.3e)

. (S/A{F) YM-252 stated detainee fought on the Bagram front lines with heavy
weapons and then moved to Tora Bora.ao
. (S/A{F) SA-177 stated detainee was a member of SA-177's group in Tora
Bora.al

(S/Nf; Detainee's commander, Alam Khan, was reportedly tasked with
hiding and transporting Arabs and foreign fighters out of Afghanistan
immediately following the defeat of the Taliban government by US and coalition
forces."'
. (S//Lrp; Tareq Ali Abdullah Ahmed Baada, ISN US9YM-000178DP (YM-
178), identified detainee's alias, Julaybib al-Taifi, as a member of a group of
twelve Arabs who defended Saznur Mountain in Tora Bora.a3
' (S/AIF) YM-l78 claimed the group occupying Sanzur Mountain abandoned
the Tora Bora Mountain range on 18 December 2001 with their weapons. An
unidentified leader instructed the group to surrender to Pakistani authorities at an
unspecified point along the border between Afghanistan and Pakistan. The
group's specific route of retreat was unknown and hundreds of fleeing Arabs and
Pakistanis were seen along the way. The group surrendered to Pakistani
authorities in an unidentified town along the Afghanistan and Pakistan border.aa

o (S/A{F) Detainee fled Tora Bora with a group of al-Qaida and Taliban fighters
led by UBl-appointed military commanderLY-2I2. UBL reportedly made LY-212 a
commander in Tora Bora on 19 November 2001.45 About four days before LY-212
fled Tora Bora, UBL informedLY-2l2 he (UBL) was leaving.ou LY-2I2 probably
fled Tora Bora between 13 and 18 December 200i. (Analyst Note: This would
coincide with YM-l78's account of the group of 12 (including detainee) abandoning
Tora Bora on 18 December 2001.)

o (S/A{F) Detainee has reportedly exhibited hostilities against other detainees
cooperating with US intelligence personnel and is intolerant of other religions.

o (S/AfD Ah Abdul Motalib Awayd Hassan al-Tayeea, ISN US9IZ-00011lDP
(IZ-II1), claimed detainee threatened to kill him and Abdul Majid Muhammad, ISN
US9IR-000555DP (IR-555, Transferred) because they were cooperating with their
interrogators.aT
o (S/A{F) IZ-ll1 also claimed detainee wanted to have a fatwa declared to kill
Shiites.as

c. (U//FOUO) Detainee's Conduct: Detainee is assessed to be a HIGH threat from a
detention perspective. Detainee's overall behavior has been non-compliant and hostile

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toward guard force and staff. Detainee currently has 90 Reports of Disciplinary Infraction,
with the most recent occurring on 8 January 2007, when detainee failed to follow camp rules
by covering his window with his mat. Other incidents for which detainee has been
disciplined include threatening guards, assault, exposure of sexual organs for sexual
gratification, unauthorized communications, inciting and participating in mass disturbances,
damage to government property, provoking words or gestures, failure to follow instructions
and camp rules, and possession of food and non-weapon type contraband. Detainee has 18
Reports of Disciplinary Infraction for assault, the most recent occurring on25 April 2006,
when detainee threw a cup of feces on a guard. In 2006, detainee had seven Reports of
Disciplinary Infraction and two reports so far in2007. Other detainee notes show that on26
February 2006, detainee stated to a guard, "I will cut off your face and head very soon."

8. (S//NF) Detainee Intelligence Value Assessment:

a. (S) Assessment: Detainee is assessed to be of MEDIUM intelligence value. Detainee's
most recent interrogation session occurred on 17 November 2006.

b. (S//NF) Placement and Access: Detainee was a member of the 55'h Arab Brigade, that
engaged in armed hostilities against US and coalition forces from the Bagram front lines and
the Tora Bora Mountains of Afghanistan. Detainee attended al-Qaida affiliated training
facilities and stayed at al-Qaida-affiliated guesthouses. Detainee answered fatwas to travel to
Afghanistan in support ofjihad. A well-known Saudi al-Qaida recruiter facilitated detainee's
travel to Afghanistan.

c. (S/NF) Intelligence Assessment: Detainee can provide information on the 55'h Arab
Brigade and other al-Qaida forces in Tora Bora and from the front lines to include leadership
and other members. Details would include biographical and operational data on the Arab
units. Detainee should be able to provide information on al-Qaida recruiter and facilitator,
Hamoud al-Nafiai. Detainee should also be able to provide names and contact numbers for
networks that support jihadist travel to Afghanistan from Saudi Arabia. Detainee has
information on training camps, leaders, trainers, trainees, and training procedures.

d. (S/NF) Areas of Potential Exploitation:
. Al-Qaida military operations in Bagram and Tora Bora.
o Taliban and al-Qaida facilities including associated personnel and operations
o Training camps and curriculum including basic and heavy weapons courses
o Al-Qaidapersonalities
. Al-Qaida recruitment in Saudi Arabia
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9. (S) EC Status: Detainee's enemy combatant status was reassessed on 18 October 2004, and
he remains an enemv combatant.
