BYLAWS
OF
TAKE A SWING AT CANCER, INC.

Article |
NAME. FORM OF ORGANIZATION AND PURPOSES

Section 1.1 NAME. The name of the corporation is “Take a Swing at Cancer, Inc.” (TASC) and
may hereafter be referred to as TASC or “the Corporation.”

Section 1.2 Nonprofit and Tax Exempt Status. The Corporation is organized as a nonprofit
corporation under the General Laws Chapter 180 of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts and as a tax
exempt organization under Section 501 [c] (3) of the Internal Revenue Code, as amended.

Section 1.3 Members. The Corporation shall have no members.

Section 1.4 Location. Take a Swing at Cancer, Inc. has its home office in the state of
Massachusetts, but can sponsor events and support projects throughout the United States of America.

Section 1.5 Purposes. The purposes for which the Corporation is organized, as stated in its
articles of incorporation, are as follows:

(a) To raise funds to aid in the war against cancer. The fundraising activities will focus
mainly on sporting events. Funds raised will be contributed to qualified individuals and/or families
suffering from cancer, tax exempt charities and organizations that provide cancer related services such
as research, treatment, early detection, family support, hospice, and education.

(b) To engage in any other lawful purpose permitted to a charitable corporation under
General Laws Chapter 180 as from time to time amended, but only to the extent that the status of the
Corporation as a tax-exempt organization under Internal Revenue Code Section 501 [c] (3) is not
affected.

ARTICLE Il
OFFICES

Section 2.1 Principal Office. The principal office of the Corporation shall be located in
Massachusetts at the address designated in the most recent annual report filed with the Massachusetts
Secretary of State. The Corporation shall maintain at its principal office a copy of the corporate records
specified in Section 7.4 of Article VII.

Section 2.2 Registered Office and Agent. The registered office of the Corporation required by
law to be maintained in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts may, but need not, be identical with the
principal office. The Corporation will not maintain a registered agent. The Corporation may change its
registered office from time to time in the manner required by law.

Section 2.3 Other Offices. The Corporation may have offices at such other places within the
Commonwealth of Massachusetts or any other state within the United States of America as the Board of
Directors from time to time may determine, or as the affairs of the Corporation may require.
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
