Open License
The Microsoft Open License Program offers efficient volume licensing to organizations with as few as five PCs. A “point” value is assigned to products, and customers purchase points. This allows flexibility and volume discounts across many Microsoft products, and allows the customer to make legal copies of a master copy of the software, for internal use as designated in the agreement.

Select License
Similar to the Open License, the Microsoft Select Program targets larger organizations with 1,000 or more PCs. Pricing is determined by the total two-year forecast of acquisitions within a category of products and applies throughout the organization.
