Dear Windows Developer,





Greetings!  This is the final of three mailings acquainting you with the transition in the Windows Logo program.  That transition is nearly complete, so this letter will let you know how to get licensed for the Windows® 95 Logo.   We’d like to take the opportunity to thank you for the work you may have been putting into devel�oping products for Windows 95.





The Windows 95 logo was developed to help users easily identify hardware and software products that will allow them to take full advantage of the new features in Windows 95.  The Logo is the easy way for people to mix and match hardware and software products designed especially for users of Windows 95.  After Windows 95 is final, lists of “Logo’d” products will be available to the public on the Microsoft Network, CompuServe, America Online, Prodigy, and other popular electronic services.


Software Developers


Process: First, acquire a Pre-Testing Kit from Microsoft from one of the sources below.  The kit contains instructions for pre-testing your product, to give you the best prob�ability of passing Logo Testing quickly.  It also contains a Logo license agreement, VeriTest’s Testing agreement, a brief questionnaire, pricing information, and detailed instructions on submitting your product for testing.  VeriTest is equipped to handle the testing of products in any language to which Windows is localized, and will complete Logo testing within 6 days of receiving a complete set of testing materials as described in the Pre-Testing Kit.

We will mail a kit to you within 1-2 weeks of receiving your request.  Alternatively, for immediate re�ceipt, you may access the entire kit directly via the Microsoft Developer Solutions Phone-Fax Service, at (206) 635-2222. Request the index to obtain the Document number.





Timing: VeriTest opens its doors for Windows Logo Testing beginning March 20, 1995.  Products bearing the Windows 95 Logo may begin shipping as soon as Windows 95 is final.  Prior to that time, products which pass Logo testing are eligible for participation in the marketing opportunities de�scribed on the enclosed flyer, and will also receive Logo artwork for planning purposes.


Hardware Peripherals Developers


Process: The process for developers of peripheral devices is similar to the process for software develop�ers, except that testing is conducted by Microsoft Compatibility Labs [MCL].  See below for MCL contact information, pricing, and how to acquire a Pre-Testing Kit.  Contents of the kit are analagous to those for software developers. 





Timing: MCL is now open for Windows Logo Testing.  Upon successful completion of Logo Testing, your driver will also be distributed on the Windows Driver Library [WDL], unless you request other�wise.  You may begin using the Logo immediately upon passing Logo testing if your driver ships in the box with Windows 95, or is distributed via the WDL.  Otherwise, you will need to wait until Windows 95 is final, but you will be provided with Logo artwork for planning purposes, and you will be eligible to participate in the marketing opportunities de�scribed on the enclosed flyer.

MCL will mail a kit to you within 1-2 weeks of receiving your request.


PC Manufacturers


Process:  Acquire a copy of the Systems Compatibility Test [SCT] and Logo License Agreement as described below.  The SCT is self-administered, and as it runs, it records a log of testing results.  Upon completion, you simply return the license and test results to MCL for evaluation.  There is no fee associated with this testing.





Timing: The final-beta of the SCT will be available beginning April 20, 1995.  Running it will make you eligible for participation in the marketing opportunities de�scribed on the enclosed flyer, and you will receive Logo artwork for planning purposes.  [You will then need to retest your PC with a final SCT after Windows 95 is final.]  You may begin shipping product bearing the Logo as soon as Windows 95 is available in stores, which is the earliest opportunity to ship systems preinstalled with Windows 95 [one of the Logo requirements].  One of the marketing opportunities [The Ziff-Davis Marketplace Catalog] has a deadline earlier than the availability date for the fina-beta SCT.]  You may still participate in this activity by passing the version of the SCT available on the DDK of Beta 3, and returning it to the address below.
