  Once registered with Sprint, Windows 95 users can build lists of destinations


in their PCs, then send a document to thousands of fax addresses simultaneously.


 With the unique binary file transfer feature, users can send documents that can


be opened in the application in which they were created, and can be changed by


the recipient before forwarding to another destination.





  If both sender and recipients are Microsoft Fax enabled, SprintFAX will act as


an electronic document clearinghouse by transmitting editable documents.
