Windows 95 Enters Final Test Phase; Still on Target for August Release


	REDMOND, Wash., — March 27, 1995 ( Microsoft Corporation today announced that the Microsoft® Windows® 95 operating system has entered its final test phase and is on target for its August release.  Microsoft last week released Beta 3, a test version of Windows 95, to 50,000 people as part of its ongoing controlled beta test program.  This beta version was mistakenly reported to be the final production version.


	“Customers can be assured that Windows 95 is still on track,” said Brad Silverberg, senior vice president of the Personal Systems Division at Microsoft.  “The beta test program is doing what it is supposed to — help us find and fix bugs.  We are committed to shipping a quality product.  Contrary to an industry report, the architecture of Windows 95 is sound.”


	Beta test programs are conducted for the express purpose of identifying and fixing remaining “bugs” or glitches in software products.  In keeping with its commitment to deliver high-quality products, Microsoft is conducting the most extensive beta test program in the company’s history for Windows 95.  Windows 95 is the successor to Windows® 3.1, currently the most popular desktop operating system.
